SikviNia Recoxcinen.—The Sardinian
Governmnent has obtained from the Church
ol Rome: one of thuse concessions, of which
her anuals present, and must still present,
a perpetual series. According to her laws,
all who are concerned in the expropriation
of church property are under heavy cen-
sures and disabilities, and liable to excom-
munication. But, on the other hand, there
is scarcely a State in that Church which
has not, at one time or another, confiscated,
appropriated, alienated, and altogether
dissipated portions of church property—in
some cases, the whole; and, nevertheless,
eventually made | peace with Rome. It
might be supposed by men of the world, that
the frequent recurrence of such events
would have taught the Church of Rome to
devise a policy which should prevent,.first,

The eniordinlry advance in the price
