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Toronto, Aug. 6.—-Although only 
a short time has elapsed since the 
appearance of Canadian five and 
ten dollar gold coins, struck at the ! 
Ottawa branch of the royal mint, j 
serious objections are already be- !
ing pointed out. The possibility I 
for ‘‘sweating” the new currency is I 
only too apparent.
Since the design on the coins is rais_ i 

ed, it is} necessary, in ord-er that the 
coins may stack properly, to have rals- ; 
ed milled edges, and Canada is likely 
to experience trouble as has the United 
States with those who “sweat” the 
coins to their own profit. That the 
coins may stack properly, it is pointed 
out, is a very important consideration.

Just Shake Them
The process of “sweating” is a sim­

ple one. The practice is to put newly 
made gold coinc to the value of three 
or four thousand dollars in a chamois 
bag and shake them together in order 
to abrase the rough edges The metal 
being soft, a considerable amount of 
gold dust is the result.

The object is to reduce the coins 
from the mint weight to the least cur­
rent weight.

It ie currently reported that dishon­
est persons have already done consid­
erable “sweating,” and many of the 
new coins, which have been in circu­
lation only a few weeks, show the ef­
fects and will have to be returned to 
the mint and melted over.

On the ten dollar piece the Currency 
Act has fixed the standard mint weig.ht 
at 258 grains, and the least current 
weight 256.71, while th efigures for the 
five dollar coin are in proportion.

Did Not Learn by U. S.
So common was title practice of 

sweating in the-United States that the 
raised1 design necessitating raised 
milled edges has been abandoned in 
favor of a sunk impression. The offi­
cials at the Ottawa mint, however, all 
received their training in the English 
royal mint and hold tenaciously to 
English traditions and methods.

It is a matter of common knowledge 
! that the abrasion on English gold coins 
! entails an enormous annual loss to the 
1 treasury, and the edges on the Cana- 
| dian gold coins have an even snore pro- 
I nounced flange -than the English sove- 
j reign. It is most noticeable on the re- 
j verse side of the coins.

Auto Smuggling Difficult to 
Guard Against; Authorities 

Are Aroused
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Ottawa, Aug. 6.—There is consider­
able uncertainty in political circles as 
to the probable date of the opening of 
the parliamentary session. Before the 
ministers dispersed, the view obtained 
largely that the house might not be 
call?d together before the first of Jan­
uary.

It has been the experience that ses­
sions starting at the latter part of No­
vember accomplish little before Christ­
mas. There is a decided disposition 
to defer action until after the holi­
days, and it is rarely that any con­
structive policy is ever brought down 
before them, no matter how early the 
session commences.

When t-he ministers come home from 
abroad, the naval policy Avili have to 
be formulated. A redistribution bill 
will have to be prepared, the question 
of what, if anything, is to be done

with the tariff discussed, estimates 
prepared, and much other business got 
ready.

The rank and file of the members 
prefer a January session, many con­
sidering the autumn section of it as 

so much lost time.
On the other hand, an influencé 

making for the customary early ses­
sion is the desirability of ratifying the 
West Indian trade agreement in or­
der that it may be effective on Janu­
ary 1. The matter will not be deter­
mined till the prime minister returns, 
but meanwhile the probabilities are 
that the house will either assemble 
earler than usual, in order to do some­
thing before Christmas, or else meet 
immediately after New Year In view 
of the great volume of preparatory 
work, the latter course is favored by 
several of the members.

BY MY NEW 
METHOD

Montreal, Aug. 6.—High Consta­
ble St Mars today holds a warrant 
for the arhest of D. H. Tolman, 
who, as a result of the campaign 
pn'B'OAt«tj-by,Th# Montreal at*j\ 
dec 1*1,71 ed to coiyie back to Montreal 
to stand trial on a charge of usury.

Mr St. Mars chased him through 
several of the United States and 
eventually placed the warrant in 
his safe pending th^s ooportunity to 
arrest the man who is wanted in 
Canada, the United States and 
Mexico.
It was proven beyond all question 

before the courts in Montreal that h^ 
took first place as a usurer, and that 
while other men in the satne trade 
worked under their own name Tolman 
kept out of Fic-ht and allowed girls 
whom he had in his employ to bear 
the brunt of his misdeeds.

Oni of t'hese girts was arrested on 
a warrant issued by a man who show­
ed conclusively that Tolman himself 
had loaned money at the rate of 225 
per cent, per year. The office which 
this girl and others occupied was raid­
ed by High Constable St. Mars and Mr. 
E. R. Carrington of the Thiel Detective 

Service, who have "been engaged by The 
Montreal Star to follow up the cam­
paign which resulted in a change of 
the law in 1906. by which the money 
loaning law of Canada made it com­
pulsory to charge nothing more than 
12 oer cent, per annum.

| After the law was passed it was 
| found that the “Patriarch of Bleeding 

Hfart Alley” was responsible for more 
trouble than many of the local so- 
called usurers, and the authorities, un­
der the Instructions of Mr J. C. Walsh, 
rrown prosecutor, followed up The 
.Star’s campaign by makiner a raid on 
Tolman's offices on Notre Dame street 
east, and under very -dramatic circum­
stances Cleaned out the entire head­
quarters of the man who was undoubt­
edly the head of the usurers of the 
city at the timP when The Star started 
its campaign and when it closed its 
campaign with beyond quesfion hav­
ing p”t the usurers of Canada out of 
business.

Two years ago Tolman made his ap­
pearance in Montreal and was chased 
by Chief K.^P. McCaskill througih sev­
eral provinces, and he finally got out 

j through Winnipeg. The next known 
j was his arrest yesterday ip New York.

Philadelphia, Aug. 6.—At the hearing 
of William A. Hutson, the president of 
the Society of Aeronautic Engineers, 
before United States Commissioner 
Craig, on the charge of using the mails 
to defraud, it was testified by Lieut. 
Holden C. Richardson, U. S. X., an 
assistant naval constructor, that Har­
son knew absolutely nothing about the 
subject which he professed to, teach.

Lieutenant Richardson testified that 
he had inspected the three airships 
which Hutson kept at Washington 
park and advertised that he would 
teach persons how to build machines 
like them, and that, these were largely 

‘composed of second-hand parts of 
Curtiss machines; One of them was 
the wreck of the “La'dy Marender.”

“When I asked him what was the 
centre of. pressura^’ said Richardson, 
“Hutson did not kno-w, and if one was 
to follow his advice about elevating a 
machine, disaster would surely result.”

Robert L. Head, a “student” of Hut­
son’s. testified that he had paid $328 
for instruction, but that all that he 
had received were certificates for forty 
shares of stock in Hutson’s school. 
-Morris Erlich, a New Y'ork mechanical 
engineer, went Heard one better and 
said that he had been taught how to 
make ‘‘ribs” and “struts.” Erlich said:

“Once a machine I was in went up. 
accidentally, I think, and I was afraid 
to trust it, so I turned the planes and 
came right down again.”

Frederick Fluck of 6610 Dittman 
street, this city, said that he had paid 
$4CO to Hutson’s predecessor, and that 
this was to pay part of the cost of an 
airship that he was to be taught hovv 
to build, but that all he gained w-as 
the sad- knowledge that his money had 
gone, with no evidence of a return.

After the hearing of this testimony 
Commissioner Craig held Hutson in 
$600 bail for the action of the United 
States grand jury.

Montreal, August 6—Wholesale 
smuggling of automobiles between 
the United States and Canada has 
been going on this summer, and the j 
Canadian customs officials have al- ; 
ready punished several offenders, 
while the Canadian manufacturers 
are bitterly protesting against Am­
erican - made cars being brought 
into Canada without payment of 
duty.
Naturally the majority of auto deal­

ers in the city who represent United 
States firms either deny the charge or 
refuse to discuss it at all ; but thé fact 
remains that Special Customs Officer 
O'Shea has had a busy time of it ail 
summer working up evidence upon 
which seizures could be made, and at 
least one agent, whb is interested in a 
Canadian make of car admits it.

“It is simply a question of some of 
the United States automobile manu­
facturers getting even with ^ome of the 
Canadian fur and clothing manufac­
turers, who for years have sold goods 
to United States summer visitors with 
the understanding that they are to be 
delivered free of duty.

Is a Big Thing
“To deliver an automobile free of 

duty is a big thing, for the duty upon 
autos amounts to about a third of their 
value. Naturally leaving the ueifticn 
of deceiving the government out alto­
gether, the smuggling of autos is de­
cidedly unfair to the Canadian fac­
tories.”

Custom house officials decline to dis­
cuss the. matter, but admit that a num­
ber of automobilesimanufac:ured in the 
United States have been seized here for 
non-payment of duty.

The total number could not bo ascer­
tained, nor the names of the purchasers, 
but one customs man said the number 
'was very large ”

It was also ascertained that while the 
customs people are not anxious to ho.Td 
the sinners in this matter up to public 
opprobium, they have, by order from 
headquarters in Ottawa, treated them 
severely, and have in each case given 
them the choice of losing their ctr or 
paying its equivalent in money accoid 
ing to the listed price to the treasurer 
of the Dominion.

As imported cars are seldom listed 
under the thousand dollar mark, but 
more often up to the four and five 
thousand dollar figure, i-t is easy to 
sfee that the amount of seizure money 
climbs up pretty fast.

As another customs official said, the 
smuggling of autos is a most difficult 
thing to guard against on account of 
the tremendous length of the border 
line.

Tihe message was written on a 
wireless plank bearing the official 
imprint of the Titanic.

The message, bearing the date 
of the Tuesday- fallowing the Mon­
day morning when the - Titanic 
went down, was brought here by 
Joseph Aiken of North Attleboro, 
who with A. J. Loran of New York 
and W. H. Jones of 1044 Madison 
avenue, Paterson, N. J., -had found 
the bottle while out sailing. At

first they said they were inclined 
to believe it was a ghastly joke, 
but on second thought they decided 

’ to report it.
Numerous witnesses testified 

that Major Butt stood on the deck 
of the liner as she went down. It 
is suggested here that in the whirlv 
ing water that marked the ship’s 
disappea^^ice Major Butt might 
have caught hold of a raft and 
have floated away from the scene. 
The fact, however, that so many­
bodies and boats remained right 
on the scene of the wreck and 
later were picked up seemed to 
make this theory extremely im­
probable.

MONTREAL’S MEMOflIALTO 
IRE PEACEMAKER

Montreal’s memorial to His late Ma­
jesty king Edward VII. is to be exe­
cuted by Mr. Philippe Hebert, the emi­
nent Canadian sculptor, whose group 
on Place d’Armes square Is -one of the 
public attractions of the city.

Tne monument will be forty feet in 
height, the base being erected of gran­
ite, while the figure of the late king 
will he of bronze Keller. The gre^t
king will be shojwn in royal vesture, 
with the figure suggesting majesty, 
greatness and power.

The frent group will be composed of

allegorical statue representing Peac* 
in an attitude of calmness and power, 
holding the conventional olive branch 
in her right hand, and a shield and 
sword in her left as the emblems of 
the armed peace characteristic of mod­

ern life among the nations of the 
world.

The right and left groups will rep­
resent Concord and Plenty, while the 
back of the monument will consist of 
a figure showing the breaking up of 
the fetters of past intolerance and es­
tablishing religious freedom and pro­
tection. bringing about a new era of 
harmony and brotherhood throughout 
the empire.

Mr. Hebert will start to work im­
mediately upon the big undertaking, 
and Mr, F. Todd, landscape artist, has 
been engaged to attend to the proper 
settings of the memorial.

Paris, Aug. 6.—Dr. John B. Mur­
phy, who is in this city, says the 
report that a British surgeon re­
cently increased a young man's 
height two inches in two months 
by administering the thryoid se­
cretion of a sheep, is not incred­
ible.

“It is not an unusual case,” he 
said. “We are learning much 
about the four mysterious glands 
which regulate the growth of the 
long bones. When these are over 
stimulated in youth, it causes. .

“We can feed dogs on the thyroid 
secretion, begin ruing -on one dog the 
first month and another dog the sec­
ond month and so on, and produce a 
series of dogs of perfectly graduated 
size. It is like a fia-iry story.

“Another gland is the so-called pitu­
itary body, which regulates the growth 
of t'he wide bones. Its stimulation 
causes a broadening of the face, jaws, 
and joints. Still another set of tiny 
glands, no larger than lentils, are at­
tached bo the outside of the typhoid 
lent dies from violent lockjaw and con- 
gland- If these are removed the pat- 
vulEilons.

Expect Cure for Diabetes.
“I may also mention tihe modern 

discovery that the mysterious organ, 
the pancreas, is identified with the 
conversion of sugar. I believe it will 
be possible hereafter to cure diabetes 
by removing the pancreas wholly or 
'In part.

“The surgery of the future will tend 
more and more to the prevention of 
disease, instead of being the last re­
sort in desperate cases. It mu-st co­
operate with medicine, and especially 
with bacteriology. Nobody dares to 
predict the brilliant discoveries that 
will be made in the next decade by 
means of tihe later science.

“It recently was discovered, for ex­
ample, that 'rheumatism is due bo 
germs usually entering some diseased 
-organ, ruch as inflamed tonsils, and 
then setting in the joints- The re­
moval of the tonsils or the inoculation 
of the blood with a ge-rm cures rheu­
matism. So with many other diseases. 
There is hardly any peronit^ now, be­
cause we have learned to operate be­
fore it reaches the acute stage.”

Dr. Murphy has ben stduylng at the 
chief hospitals of Germany with thirty- 
three other members of the American 
Clinical and Surgical society. Tho^ 
a.t the cl nice included Drs. E. Wyllys 
Andrews, A- J. Oschner, L. L. Mc­
Arthur and M. L. Harris-, aill of Chi­
cago.

Living Tissues Transplanted.
“What are the moist interesting op­

erations in modern times?” he was 
asked.
