CHECKING THE PLAGUE.
—
A Russtan Doctor's Example Stayed His
Ravages.

There is no argument so effective
as example. This was proved anew
last summer, when the plague broke
out in the village of Anzop, Turkes-
tan, a place of less than six hundred
inhabitants. The story, as told by
the Times, is a remarkable one, It
was furnished by a Russian nobleman
who lately arrived at Bombay, and
who was at the village when the out-
break occurred.

The village of Anzop is about two
hundred miles from Samarcand, and
lies in a hollow of the mountains at
a height of more than eleven thousand
feet. Iis absolute seclusion is not due
to its flight alone, but also to the en-
circling mountains. There are places
on the way to the village where the
traveler has to creep along perilous
ledges on the mountainside, holding to
the rocks as he advances.

In this secluded village the plague
made its Three hun-
dred and eighty out of the six hun-
dred inhabitants were attacked, and
almost every case proved fatal.

As soon as the news of the outbreak
reached Samarcand, the Russian auth-
orities telegraphed to St. Petersburg,
and medical aid was sent. The chief
of the party was Doctor Lieven, one
of the group of scientists who went
to Bombay at the beginning of 1897.
Doctor Leiven had a supply of Doctor
Haffkine's prophylactic, and pro-
ceeded to attack the plague by its use.
The case was desperate. The worst
mortality return in China had shown
no parallel to this.

Doctor Leivea began by telling the
people that he had come to stop the
plague, and that he had with him a
medicine that would be sure to do
it. He was met by the ®bjection,
familiar enough in India, that if he
gave them the medicine he would give
them the disease also.

In answer to this Doctor Leiven at
once inoculated himself in the pres-
ence of the assembly, and then inocu-
lated the village officials. The exam-
ple had great effect, but still the peo- #
ple doubted.

They put up a flag of truce
and our general would not let us fire
on them, when we and the cavalry
could have slaughtered the lot. The
dead were on top of each other. It was
terrible. The two officers of my com-
pany were shot. The papers say the
Dublins were first on the top of the
hill, but it was the Royal Irish—it
does not matter, anyhow, for we are
all Irish. Tell my mother England’s
irst battle was won by the Irish bri-
gade.

“We have had five days and nights
of misery. The world will never know
what Irishmen did those fearful nights,
We came through a place called the
Devil's pass. All it wanted was some
fire, and it would have been hell. We
are now in Ladysmith. The Boers fire
on our hospitals, and do things asav-
age would not do, but the day of reck-
oning is coming.”

BRAVERY AND TREACHERY.

The son of Mr. E. Lunn, Wakefield,
England, writes as follows:—"“I was
in company with asergeant in charge
of some wounded Boer prisoners. One
of these was lying on a stretcher, and
was being carried in when he whipped
out a revolver and aimed at an officer
near. The sergeant was carrying his
gun on his shoulder with the barrel
in front of him. He quickly dashed
the revolver out of the Boer's hand,
clubbed his own rifle as he would a
striking hammer, and dashed the pri-
soner’'s brains out where he lay. He
was not satisfied with one blow, but
had three, and beat the man’s head
to a pulp. The captain did not see
what the prisoner had done, so order-
ed the sergeant’s arrest. A comrade
slipped out of the marching line, ask-
ing to be excused, saying he thought
the sergeant’s circumstances needed
some explanation, and told the cap-
tain how things stood. The captain gave
the order for the sergeant’s release,
congratulating him, and thanking him
for saving his life.”

THE LANCER AND THE OLD BOER.

My knowledge of the Boer—
and it is not a meagre one—does not
bear out this idea. Few ‘sons of the
soil, as they like to call themselves
in the Transvaal, will accept work in
a mine, become tradesmen or mechan-
ics, or accept any work as wage-earn-
ers. They prefer tolie and loaf about
on the farms, mills, ete., ;}xld as a
consequence they are fast being push-

ward, all who were yet unattacked by
the plague, and were inoculated.
