BEN HOLLADAY’S CLAIM.

It is Probable the Matter Will Be Satis-
factorily Settled.

PoRTLAND, Or., Aug. 26.—This morn-
ing, James Steet, administrator of the
estate of the late Ben Holladay, sold at
public auction a $300;000 claim due the
estate from the government for Indian
depredations committed on the Holladay
overland € route during the years of
1856, 1857 and 1858, There wag some
bidding, and finally the claim was
knocked down to General Rufus Ingalls
for $750, as executor of the estate of
the late Mrs. Esther Holladay.

The original claim of Ben Holladay,
as presented to the government for pay-
ment, amounted to $600,000, and Presi-
dent, Lincoln at that time promised to
see that it should be paid, but before he
could personally interest himself in the
atter an assassin’s bullet ended his life.
Subsequently - the United States senate
reduced the claim to $300,000, Lut its
Passage never came to a vote. At one
time the government offered Ben Holla-
day $100,000 for his demand, but he re-
