JAPAN ASSERTING HERSELF.

A Large Fleet Moving Into Chinese Waters
Ready to Co-operate With the British
Against Russia.

YoxoHAMA, Jan. 21.—A fleet of nine
warships will leave in the course of a
week for Chinese waters, the Mikado
previously inspecting the Yarshimi Fuji,
a steel barbette ship of 12,450 tons dis-
placement. An address has been issued
appointing Lieut.-Gen. Visconnt Kawa-
kami chief of steff, and creating a
supreme military advisory council, con-
sisting of Marquis Yamagata, Marquis
Oyanam, Marquis Haigon and Prince
Komatsu.

Lonnon, Jan. 21.—The £t. James’ Ga-
zette this afternoon, commenting upon
the despatch from Yokohama saying that
a fleet of nine Japanese warships will
leave Japan in the course of a week for
Chinese waters, says: ;
¢‘Japan is prepared for war. That, in
a nutshell, is the news from Yokohama
to-day, and really the first news from
Japan eince the beginning of the Chi-
nese crisis. It waseignificant that the
Japanese governmentstopped telegraphie
communication. which it never does ex-
cept when mobilizing the army or navy.
That is precisely what has been done.
It is almost certain thatthe destination
of the fleet is Wei-Hai-Wei, and there is
no doubt that the government means
that the statns quoin China, go far as
Manchuria and ﬁorea ‘are concerned,
shall pot be altered by Russia or any
combination of Russia’s allies in defiance
of Great Britain and Japan, so long ag

He Is Playing Them Cautiously Bat
His Appears to Be a Win-
ning Hand.

Forcing a Show Dowa by Russia,
the British Premier Takes
Several 'I'ricks.

Japanese Self-Restraint the Price
of Peace—The Latest Ger-
man Bluff.

BeruiN, Jan, 22.—From the informa-
tion received at the foreign office it ap-
pears that the German missionary
troubles in China are becoming wide-
spread, and are leading to new compli-
cations between the two governments.
The Protestants as well as the Roman
Catholics have been attacked. Reports
received by the Berlin Evangelical Mis-
sion Society, which is supporting six
stations in China, show that a critical
state of affairs exist.

Murderous attacks have been made

apon three of these stations. The Ger-
man missionary Homyear, of the Ham-
jung station, who was recently robbed
and wounded near a place called Lang-
thon, is a Saxon. He narrowly escaped
assassination a couple of months before
the preczeat attack.

LonpDoN, Jan. 22 —While events are
moving with somewhat dramatic rapidi-
ty in the Far East and complications
may any day develop a situation fraught
witi momentous dangers, when the
known facts and the position of &ffairs
are analyzed, there is not much reason
at the present moment to suppose that
a solution of the crisis will be found ina
resort to war.

There is rearon to believe that diplo-
matic circles do not fear that it will be
necessary to appeal to arms unless (and
this is the dangerous feature of
the sitnation) Japan breaks from
her mentors. So far as the
European powers are concerned
the diplomats throughout are satisfied
that the Chinese question wili not break
the peace of the world, but they have
always feared that Japan will prove a
firebrand.
