All 
the provinces are indirectly affected, aud 
the opportunity will be afforded fo 
review of federal relations generally. We 
shall, therefore, not be surprised to see 
British Columbia’s case receive some at-" 
tent km, and if our representatives 
true to the interests of the Province 
they will take advantage of such 
canon to press home our claims for in­
creased consideration.

It is satisfactory to note that Mr. 
Borden will continue to be the leader of 
the Conservative party in Canada. There 
will undoubtedly be little difficulty in 
securing a seat for him, and it is* not 
at all improbable that he will be elected 
by acclamation. In the mean time the 
leadership will fall upon Hon. Mr. Fos­
ter, a task for which in the House -he 
is eminently well qualified.
