In this town (Amherst) they 
have taken out the bell as used for a 
general alarm and have substituted 
a compressed air whistle.

Special bells are listed for fire 
alarm purposes and the people are 
now demanding that one of these 
be installed at once, the lack of a 
general alarm has been long enough 
felt, and the matter is pressing in­
deed.

Regarding the removal of the 
phone from the fire station, much 
can be said either way. There 
would not be much good in sending 
a phone message to the fire station 
and having the hose wagon turn-out 
and no firemen to do the work.
