HIGHER EDUCATION OF WOMEN,

In his address at University college con-
vocation yesterday, President Wilson Tem
ferred to the question of co-education and
expressed definite views thereon. The sub-
Ject had been brought to his attention last
fall by a deputation of students who waited
,-on him with a petition in favor of co-edu-
cation at University college. The matter,
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be done in another way for the higher
education of women. If .a ‘college were
erected for women somewhere in Queen's
park, he and his colleagues would willing-
ly consemt to take their share in delivering
such lecturesasthe institution might require.
The girls of this college would thus have
all the advantages of University college,
and instead-of being handicagped, as they
are now at the upiversity examinations,
they would come up with the same prepara-
tion as their male competitors. This is
vern near Goldwin Smith’s suggestion to
abolish Upper Canada college as a school
for boys, and devote its endowment and
buildings to the higher education of
women. The number of young women
who 'have presented themselves at the
university examinations, and the good
stand they have taken, is a proof of the
existence of a growing sentiment in favor of
higher intellectual development among our
women. The question may well command
the attention of the Ontaiio government,
who no doubt gain popularity by taking an
initiative step in this direction.
A DIFFICULT PROBLEM.

In an article in these columns yesterday
reference was made to the desperate char-
acters'who roam at large, and who are bent
on mischief. If we examine the records; or
think over what we can remember of them,
in the majority of cases we will find the
murderer to have been some one who had
often before threatened murder, or come
very near to committing it. It isa re-
proach of the law that men who furnish
good proof that the thing is in them—in
their hearts—are not put in safe keeping,
beyond the chance of doing the deed.
When a man has ‘‘ several times” attempted
to kill his wife, or anybody else, he has
given society every human reason for be-
lieving that, if not caged up, he will try
and try again. Yet society thinks it a pity
the poor man should be kept in confine-
ment: the law lets him loose, and the next
time it is murder, and nc aticmpt merely.
If people generally will but try a little how
their memory serves, they will get the im-
pression that three-fourths at least of all
murders committed are committed |y men of
in-born murderous tE"_':,pers, who have
““ several times’ before given preof of what
they were inclined to do. The rare case is
that of a man tempted by sudden passion
into murder, without anything in his pre-
vious life to lead people to suppose that
he would do such a thing. The more fre-
quent case. by far is that of murder by a
man of such dangerous stamp that those
who know him are ready to say ‘‘the
only wonder is that he did not kill some-
body long before.”” By men of this stamp
the far greater number of murders are com-
mitted, but not until they have repeatedly
given warning that they were jrst the men
for the deed. It isa defect in the law that
it does not provide for the recognition and
safe-keeping of *‘ desperate characters,”—of
men from whom murder is to be expected
some day or other almost as a matter o
course.
