The Omh'ﬁ Here Two Years Ago.

The epidemic bégan in this city two years
ago. Iis alarming prevalence was first
noticed about Dec. 20, 1889. This winter the
conditions have been very favorable for the
spread of the disease, as will be seen by the
following, which shows the conditions uander
which the disease flourishes: 4

(@) When the n-sisc:nug of the physical
system to disease is tesseved, and when the
mucous membrune of the respiratory tract
cougested by the chiil, damp atmosphere,
presented a fertile soil for the inhaled germs
of the disease,

(b) W hen thréugh the absence of sunlight,
house-atmospherds become more than ordin-
arily ioaded with fungoid ‘and bactarial
impurities,

©) When  through_ the [excessively wet
weather the majority of the people were
kept housed and  exposed  to sewer or other
emanations in an unusual de?ree, and to an

- ‘gxter t incompatible with health.

(d) When| exposure to the inhalations of
persons already attacked, in the infected air
of houses, factories, schools, churches, ete.,
notably increased the opportunities for the
spread of the disease.

Those Most Lidble to the Attack,

Some persons are more liable to contract
the disease than others. Fatigue and expo-
sure to .changes of temperature favor itsade-
velopment. Thus in bos itals and lunatic
asylums the nurses and atteridants who move
about a great deal suffer more as a rule from
this disease than do the bed-ridden patient
Men exposed to heat while at work; and peo-
ple living in confined atmospheres, seem es-
pecially fi;ble to contract the disease. In-
deed no circumstances connected with work
seem to have had so large an influence in
conducing to a high irvfluenza incidence as
that of & number of persons 'workin,
in association in a confined atmosphere.

Valuable Suggestions.

In a circular issued & short time ago Dr.
Bryce, secretary of the Board of Health,
gave some yaluable suggestions, which *fol-
Jlowed will prevent the spread of the disease.
In this report he says:

The veuntilation and cleanly keeping of
buildings it which many persons are collect-
ed together should receive 8§ ial attention
when influenza threatens or is present, with
a view to avoid the accumulation of dust
and dirt. and to secure that the air of the
puilding shall be frequently changed, at any
rate during the intervals of its occupation.

Since the development of an attack of in-
fluenza in persons ex d to infection seems
to depend very largely upon the receptivity
of the subject, iv is’ important that at the
time of an epidemic  all persons ‘should, as
far as they are able, pay attention (o such
measares of individual bygiene as may best
maintain their geueral state of health, avold|
ing exposure to cold and fatigue, unwhole-
some food and excessive use of alcoholic
liquors. Medigal opinion, divided in other
points relating to influenza, seems unani-
mous as to the deleterious effect of exer-
tion or . fatigue ‘npon those suffering
from * influenza or exposed to the ip-
fluence of . the epidemic. It bas proved the
worst policy: to ‘‘fight agaiost” the dis-
ease.

How Communicated.

On the assumption that the disease is com-
municable by the breath exhaled, carrying
the dried particles of mucus from the nos-
trils and  of saliva from the lips, a very
natural preventive medsure may I believe
with some reasonable expectatiou of success
be tried by the infected {person keeping the
mucous covering of the lips and nostrils con-
