, snd stated that their knowledge of the
verdicta found by the juries in that and other
counties did not entitle them to do what they
were asked (loud Irish cheers). The eonly
claim for coercion rested upon the charge of
boycotting.

They robbed themselves of the
last peany they Rad in the world in order to
procure a clean &late, but in the years which
had elapsed since then the value of every
staple article of produce had gone down upon
the average all round about 40 per cent. He
eonld assure the House that the small farmer
in treland was not able at the present moment
to get for his produce all round within 40
per cent of what ke coula have got when the
judicial rents began to be fixed {hear, hear).
The tenants could not psy judicial rents this
yrar—it was imposaible,

English gentlemen who listened to him
knew the truth of what he said. They had
reason to know the gravity and 1eality of the
agricultaral depression, They knew that
they themsclvea had cut down their house-
holds and retrenched their expenses; that
some of them have parted with their town
houses, and in varions ways had practiced a
rigid economy in order to give a suitable
abatement to their tenants. It was very
strange that English gentlemen who had
thua shown a generous regard %o the in-
torest of their tenants should unite them-
seolves for the parpose of denying similar
rights to Ireland with a body of hard driven
and uvscrupulows Irieh landlords (oheers),
who refused to give any abatement, The
Duke of Devonshire had given an abatement
of 20 per cent. to his Irish tenants, and an-
other great English landlord in Ireland had
givep a similar abatement ; but in these cases
the [rish teaants bad the good fortune to be
under landlorda whose instincts were gnided
and whose  conduct was governed by the
usagea of English life. But what waa very
strange to him was ihie, that the Duke of
Devonshire, having given this abatement of

Most ILLUSTRIOUS AND
Reveresp Farners :—The Archbishopa and
Bishops of the Church of Australia avail
themselves of the occasion of their being as-
sembled for the holding of their first plenary
conncil to send their congratulations to the
illustrious Episcopate of the United Scates.
The youngest dsughter of the Church canoot
allow this occasion of so much joy to her
to pass without communicating her glad-
ness to her elder sister. Ot all the naticnal
Churches in commnuaion with the Holy See
there is none to which the Church of Austra-
lia bears so close a resemblance as
that of the United States. The children
of both churches are the offapring of thesame
races. They epeak a ccmrmon language.
Their Jaws and custome and wnanners are
akin. They ure 8yrend over regions of vast
extent, abounding in every form of material
prosperity, the tull development of whose un-
limited resources must raise both peoples to
the foremost place among st the natisne of the
earth. The density of the popuiation widely
difters, but their territorial extension is ne.ir-
ly the same. A full century has not yet
elapsed since its first bishop, Dr. Carrol),
was commissioned by the Holy See to take
charge of the infant church of America.
In this very year we celebrate the semi-
centepary of the firat arrival of a vicar
apostolic on cur shores-~Jobhn Bede Polding,
in 1835. In both countries the foundations of
the faith were laid amid many and grave
dificuliics. The causes from which serious
dangers to the fajth have sprung and may
continue to sprinyg for some time longer were
common to both, the faithful of both coun-
tries have had to contend agsinst an anti-
Catholic tradition in literature, ia political
and social life, against deep meated pre-
judices, sometimes breaking ocut into
open violence, agaipst systums of edu-
cation, aguinst governments which, if not
hostile, ygive but little encouragement
to the spread of our holy faith. (lur children
were not among the most favored, the
wealthiest, or the most learned of the iand,
yot both have laid the foundations of the
faith deep and sclid. As in America, so here
in Australssia, the graina of mustard seed,
planted in & gratefal soil, have grown into a
goodly tree, and for both, in the providence
of God, a grand fature is in store, You will
rejoios to learn that our plenary ooancil, in
the labors of which we are now engaged,
request the Holy See to earich our church
with three new  metropolitan  sees,
with six new wuffragan ae¢es, with four
additiona! bishops, some vicaras apostolic for
the native races, and with a national semin-
ary, whioh will be a means of developing the
manifest vocations of our native youth. The
Cardinal Archbishop, one procurator of a
mwetropolitan see, fifteen bishops, one vicar
apostolic, with filty-two of our clergy, consti-
tute our first national synod. The suoc-
cess of your colleges, now happily
crowned by your national university, is &
matter of deep interest to ue, and will,
we trust, encourage our people to second
our efforts in  imitating your noble
example. May the decrees of your great
council, among the firet in the history of the
Church for its members and the extent of its
territory and for the iraportance of its deliber-
ations, be froitful in countless blessings for
the extirpation of error, for the diffusion of
truth, for the happinesa of your flocks, for
the salvation of souls, by giving increased
energy to apostolio zeal, greater uniformity
to discipline and a more extended sphers to
the normal action of the Church -
