Soil 'hitherto " cultivated i3~ rapidly “lapsing into
waste ; -the sysiem of -large farming. ‘is 80" wasteful
and exhaustive that the acre no longer yields what
if did. Yet, alwost all of Ireland is"adapted to pro-.
fitable cuil:ivatidn ; her 2,830,000 acres .of bog even
might almost altogether be brought under productive
Eusbandry. "¢ There is no district in Ireland,’ says
R, Kane, in his Industrial Resources, * so elevated as
to present serious impediments, and Bcarce an acre
fo which the name incapable of cultiva‘ion may be
applied.’ Under: the system of ¢ green lund’ farming

we have decayed in. everything, says the Furmer's
Gisette, Thers s in fact, nothing 50 exhaustiog to
thegoil a8 pasture-farming. One pound weight of
bone contains, the phosphoric acid of 281bs ot wheat,
or 9501bs of potatoes. Cattle .must obtaia the ma-
terial of their bone from their food ; this, taken from

the soil, the cattle. exported . to’ England, results in |-

enormous impoverishment of tbe land. Coansider,
then, what wealth of tertility Ireland has exported
to England in the bones of cattle golely’! Aa a‘con-
sequence of the non.consumption of eatile bere, Irish
farmets have to send- their mwouney away for bone
phosphates; and phosplio-guanos, &c., and thus pur-
chase back a portion of fertility at & ruinous rate.
There ia nothing more’purblind than the conduct of
men . who._act in this way, and some of them have
been taught their error by bitter experiesce. Green
farms bave not now the popularity they once ea-
joyed ;. when put up for sale, or to let; they hang on
hands long enough to make their names odiously
familiar to the reader of papera. In one locality,
Tuaif, in;one issue of the local papers there were not
fawer than forty gruss-farms advertised for sale.
We expect théy met with no eager bidders, Soma of
them had appeared 8o frequently in the market, that
their strange names had become in the mouth 23
Eougehold words, and, like Alexaader Selkirk, their
wearicd owners might cry out,

t Their tameness i3 shocking to me.’

Such is the resnlt to those who some time ago
know no other delight than that of ! zonsolidating
farms,’ ®clearing their estates! &c: they did all
that; they adopted improved systems; imported
Scotch and English herds; and swept from the
lands of their fathers the owners of the soil. The
crash of falling homesteads re-echeéd from end to
énd of the iand.  Hundreds of thousands of hearths
were piotighed over, and the rich carth of cemeteries
sown were turnips. ¢Beasts’ said the Lord Lieu-
tendnt, ¢ appear to be above all other things the pro-
duact most in harmony with the soil and climate of
Ireland,’ The Lord Lieutenant found, no doubt,
that the soil and climate of Ireland were remarkably
well adapted for himself. And the Times, as nsual,
spoke out the sentiment he was working on. ‘The
Catbolic Qelt,? it exulted, ¢ will soon be as rare in
Connemara as the Pawnee Indian in Massachusetts.’
e treasure up their words and hopes, and no balmy
palaver, in these her dsys of difficulty, must merke
us forget the deadly design of England’a statesmen
ageinst our race.

-Remember it, Irishmen. They may find it conve-
nient to gloze a little now, to usze specious words, to
Inll us to sleep in’ cornfidence on their promises. It
is the cld game, but we decline to be cheated once
more. By & determined attitude we shall soon be
able to win much from England; by temporizing,
nothing but ‘ananihilaticn. Oarlisle has beer puffed
a8 the popular Viceroy ; his whole life haa been de-
voted to the cause of extermidation; he hag been
less open mouthed, but more deadly, than Sir Robert
Peel, who declares for the upronting of another 500,
000, They have acted and ‘iescted on their poor
dupes, the landlords of Ireland who foresee nothing
atd léarn nothing from the past. By acting as in
straménts of the Government,. these have indeed
ruined multitndes, but now the ruin returas upon
themselves., Do we mourn for them? Do the men
who used them and kick them aside sympatbize
with them ? Few care when they see the biter bit.

No bye-issue of any sort, no specious promise of
glittering Greek gift, must divert the mind of the
country from the one object—the land tor the peo-
ple.  Ouar rulers bave intermitted, for an instant, in
view of Buropean complications, their roar for more
extermination, But their wills are fixed; they but

Informations returnable for trial atthe Limerick
city assizes have been taken against all those arrest-
ed on]the night of the 28th ult, for street rioting
and attackiog the military barracks.

more barren au Jdeserted diocese or digtriet to go-
verc. 100k a1t now, with its populous aod flou-
rishing missiuus, its comparative numerous priests,
its cburcbes and chapels maltiplied teufold: The
progress of renigion in South Wales i3 worth being
noticed, and i 15 (o us who have witneszed it a sub-
ject of great juy and congratulation. Our family
lived in a village near Cowbridge, Glamorganshire.
Qunce & year the Kev, Fatber Richards, 0.8.F., of
Abergaveuuy, usea to vigit us, and another Catholic
tamily in the neizhberhood—that of Dr, Bates—to
Ry Muss and n{feid us the opportunity of fulfilling
our Easter duties. The distance from Abergaven-
ny to Cuwbridge is 46 miles. Thence he went to
bold a station at Swansea, wLere there was a small
chapel and a cungregation of sbout 20 souls. From
Swansea he went to Brecon aiter the decease of the
Rev. Mr. Williams, the pastor of the place., The con-
gregu: oo consisted of a few. Welsh Catholics—~the
Hayards —who retained their laith through the ages
of persecution. Besides Father Richards, the only
priest I remember was « Mr Morton, who came from
Usk to our village to sn: Mass, for a short time, in
the house of Sir Rober. [:rogmorton. Tlese were
the only two prieats w .. occasionally visited any
part of South Wales. - had no priest of our owo
in any one of the six c: wuties at that time. I speak
of forty-two years agu. tu the year 1822 my futher,
baviag frequently bad u. v.sion of being in Merthyr
on business, conceived 11+ idea of reating & room for
a chapel wherein to ass:w:ule two or ihree hundred
Irish Cuibolics, who wi:¢ twenty miles from the
nearest priest, He olbt.ined permission from the
Right Rev. Bishop Collit «ridge to assemble them on
Sundays for Erglish pra:vra—te instruct adults and
to catechise the childre.. Father Richardsvcame
every fifth Sunday to sny iinss there. After a while
Father Portal, a priest fruw Waterford, wag appoint-
ed to Mertbyr, His cuming created a great sensa-
tion. I remember an jmumense crowd cullected around
the club room of a puulic house in Rhymny in s
tureatening attitude, wrnue Father Poctal was cele-
braticg Mass. They liued the road u3 he departed,
shouting and hooting i him, * God save the ho:se,
but the devil take the riuer” My young heart used
to quail hefors the threats and cusses of the mob.—
My father used often tu address them at Mass, to ex-
plain Catbolic doctrines, They Were greatly moli-
fied and pleased by his discourses, and thus their
prejudices abated. They - knowledged that my fa-
ther was a Christian wha:cver the priest might be.
Mr. Portal was appoiutes 1o Newport, where there
wag a small chapel, nud Yr. Carsoll was placed by
Dr, Baines in Merthyr. A Fleetwood bad previ-
ously been sent to Swansen  In the year 1840 the
Right Rev. Dr. Brown lLecnme Viear-Apostolic of
the Welsh district.

A church bus been bailt a1 Coettaugred, agother at
Uslk by Mr. C. Hansom, another n: Pontypool by the
late Mr. Scoles. There.are at Purnitypool four Fran-
ciscan Capuchin Fathers, with n nuwerous congrega-
tion, and 8 school chapel at Absrsychan, At New-
port there is'a very large, banasume church, by Mr.
Scoles—three priests of the Urder of Charity, and a
congregation of 4,000--convent and fine schools.

The unitvd congregations of
Mertbyr and Dowlais amouat su 8,000, There is a
chapel at Treforest ; one at Perubroke Dock,recently
enlared : a beautiful church ot Carmathen; a cha-
pel at Llagelly ; and last, thongh not least, a capa-
cious church, recently enlarged, at Swansea, where
there is a Catholic populativn of more than 4,060 ;2
convent, and two excellent schoolrooms, The church
was originally designed by Mr. Hauvsom, It has
been considerably enlarged by Mr. Bucknall. To it
je attached a handsome pre:zbytery.”

Lord Palmerston said the Government did not
consider ihat this was a moment when mediators'
proposals would be accepted, both sides being equal-
Iy sanguine of succese, while the North was espe-
cielly jealous of interference. If an opportnuity for
mediation arose, the Goverament would gladiy avail
itself of it.

Mr. Mason bad an unofficial interview with Lord
Palmerston, introduced by Mr. Lindsay. Tle meet-
ing wa3 satisfactory 1o all parties.

On Saturday morning, nboul the same moment
Her Majesty's Ministers were saved from a voie of
censure in the House uf Commocs by & mujority of
18 and subjecled to a vote of censure in the House
of Lords by s majority of nine, on sccount of their
conduct with regard to the loog-pending quarrel pe-
tween Germany and Deumark respecuog the admi-
nistration of affairs in the Duchies of Schleswig and
Holstein. The charge agaiost our Governmen: was
that they conducted the foreign policy of the coun-
try in so improper & manner a3 to lead us to a point
where we must eitber plunge recklessly and impro-
perly into war with Gerwany or recede [rom it with
dishonor. The proufs of the truth of this grave
charge were superabundeatly furnigshed by the Go-
vernwment themselves and the only answer attempted
wa3 animpudent demand upen the Opposition to
say what they would have done had they been in
power instead of Lord Palmerston and Eurl Russell.
Qutside the walls of Parliament it was boldly laid
dowan by the Ministerial Preas, with a view to fright-
en members from the Onposition lobby on the diri-
sion, that a defeat ot Ministers would be tautamount
to & national declaration of war in favor of Denmark
ag if the complaint aguinst Government had been
that they kept the peace,—whereas the charge
against them was aod is, not that they did not go o
war, but that tbey improperly went so far that they
could not remain at pence without betraying Den-
mark apd dishonoring England., We don't say that
the Tories if in office, would have conducted the bu-
siness of the Foreign Office better, for we don’t know
what they would have done; bui they could not
have done worse, and if they did as bad they would
bave ag richly deserved public cénsure, which there
is not the least doubt that the 315 who whitewashed
Lord Palmerston and Russeil would have eagerly
heaped upon them. The majority of 1§ cume by sur-
prise upon both sides; and the lesding articles of the
Ministerial Journals on that morning, which were
written under the impression thatif Ministers es-
caped censure in the Commons it would only be by
a bare mnjority, sbhow how base a gawe the Ministe-
terial partizans intended to play preparutory to the
anticipated General Election. We bave it under
their vwn hands and in responsibie leader type that
ther intended to raise the tamous No-Popery cry. A

Inquiries were made without any immediate
regult, Butmeanwhile the body of Mr. Briggs was
found on the line by the driver and stoker of another
train.

The officer discharged his weapon and glightly
wounded one of the ringleaders. By this time he
had received assistauce from his brother officers,
three or tour of whomw lired upon the men, Tour or
five of them were shot, receiving, however, only
slight wounds. This measure bad the effuct of
quelling the disturbance. After the riot had been
quelled the party werce muarched -back to the pri-
son and confived in puuishment cells, The wiluary
were called out, but ibeir ussistunce wus not re-

Hopley used to treat ber ¢ like s
pupily’ ie., an enemy, tench her lessouns, and beat her
savagely tor blunders, buat ber duricg pregnaocy,
compelled her to delivet herself, five days afterwards
forced her and the infunt uut in & carriags, and
then beat her agnin because she did not anckle the
child as he approved.  All this was borne, but he
kept up ulso an ircitauiug aystew of interfurence, re-
gulated every act by a written code, spat ia her
face, ordered her 10 bed befure a party of guests, in
fuct treated her justlike a wicked child.  Mopley's
defense i3 that while in prizoa bis wife wrote him
loving letters, whicti is doubtless true. The poor
womun's pity for the father of her children re.awoke
ot bis sullerings, and e¢ven iu Court she apologized
for giving Lim pain for ihe sake of her children,
whom he also beat ull oune of them tocame imbocile.
The mao in all these brutalities seems to have been
guided by some strangs notion of principle.
