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(b) Accounting, operating and monitoring records dealing with day-to-day 
production activities shall be kept at the facility, ready to be made 
available to the inspection team not later than one hour after its arrival at 
the facility.

All records retained at the facility are kept in the language of the(c)
host party.

7.3. Access to records

Only leader of the inspection team shall have access to the totality of 
the records referred to in 7.2 above. Other members of the inspection team 
shall have access to the particular records that are relevant to their 
specialization as indicated in the mandate.

7.4. Retention period of records

The records referred to in 7.2 (a) shall be kept at the facility 
throughout the entire time that the facility is under international control;

The records referred to in 7.2 (b) shall be kept at the facility for 
one and a half years.

Services to be provided by the facility8.
During the stay of the team of inspectors in the area of the facility, it 

shall provide them with transport, personal protective equipment available at 
the facility (if necessary), working space at the facility, qualified 
personnel and agreed types of instruments for analysis of samples, 
communications with the Technical Secretariat and the national control 
authority, and qualified medical care (if necessary).

Specific facility health and safety rules and regulations to be observed9.
by inspectors

In the course of their activities, the inspectors shall observe the 
safety rules and regulations adopted at the facility. At the beginning of 
each visit they shall be required to acquaint themselves with the safety rules 
and regulations and sign a statement to that effect.

Changes, revision and updating of advance information to be provided at10.
the facility

Additional information as agreed with the management shall be prepared 
for the next trip of the inspectors to the facility.

Interpretation services

Where necessary, the management shall provide the inspection team with 
interpreters, whose services shall be remunerated at the expense of the 
Technical Secretariat.
