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2. . The two sides consider thet o convention should include definitions for a
nuiber of basic terms which would be used in its provisions. They have developed
a common understending of the following terms:

(a) Ly "chemical veapons" ("means of chemical warfare") they wean chemicals,
munitions; devices, or equipwent that would be covered by the obligations outlined
in paragraph 1 of this report; '

(b) by "super-toxic lethal chemicol" they mean eany toxic chemical with a
mediah lethal dqse-ﬁhich is less than or equal to 0.5 mg/kg (subcﬁtancbus
administrationj or 2,000 mg;-min/m'3 (by inhalation), when mcasured by an agrecd method;

(¢) Dby "other lethal chemical" they mean any toxic chemical with o median
lethal dose whicli is greater than 0.5 mg/kg (subcuteneous administration) ox
2,000r.lg,"-mj,n/m‘3 (by inbhalation) and vhich is less than or equal to 10 mg/kg
(subcutaneous administration) or 20,000 mg—min/m3 (by inhalation), ‘when weasured
by an dgreed nethod;

(a) vy "other harmful chemical' they wean any toxic' chemicel with a median
lethal dose which is greater than 10 mg/kg (subcutaneous administration) or
20,000 mg-min/m3 (by inhalation), when measured by an agrced method;

(e) DLy "nonhostile purposes" they wean industrial, agricultural, research,

medical or other peaceful purposes, lav-enforcement purposes, or purposes directlym.

The two sides are continuing vork toward developing, for the purposes of a
future convention, commbn understanding on the weoaning of some additional terus.
3. . The tvo sides believe that the use, in addition to the general purpose
criterion, of the aforementioned toxicity criteria which serve as a basis for
identifying super-toxic lethal, other lethal and other barmful chemicals, as .uell
as of some other provisions, would facilitate verification. Different degrecs
of prohibition and limitation, as well as differentioted verification me thods,
vould be applied on the basis of thesc toxicity criteria oand some other provisions.
4,. The two sides consider that .tie ﬁarties to a convention should assume the
obligation not to transfer to anyone, directly or indirectly, ony chemical weapons.
The perties should also undertake not to transfer to anyone,diréctly or indirectly,
except to another State party, any super-toxic lethal .chemicals produced or othervise
acquired for permitted purposes, of types or in quantities which are suitable for
chemical veapons purposes. In sddition, thie perties should undertake not to assist,
encouvrarse or induce, divectly or indirectly, any person, organization, State, oxr
group of Dtates, to engege in activities they themselves would be obligated to

refrain from under a convention.
