The Inspector General ie a permanent civil servant, responsi-
ble to the Mizister of' Finance. Hlie responeibility ie to ensure that
the ten chartered banks of' Canada and the two savings banks in the
province of Quebec are operating in accordance with the provisions of'
the Bank Act, or the CQuebec Savings Bank Act. ~The Bank Act specifies
the transactions in wb.i ch chartered banks may legally engage, and
embodies regu1atione designed to eneure the proper conduot of the
bankst affairs.

The Inepector General has free accese to the accounte of the
banks, and makes hie f indings known in periodie reports Vo the Minister
of Finance.
