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keep up with the pace for overall services exports
— 0.9 per cent against 2.8 per cent — and as a
result Japan’s share in total Canadian services
exports edged down one-tenth of a percentage
point in 2002, from 3.1 per cent in 2001.

Services trade with all other destinations

Services exports to other destinations, other than
the U.S., the EU, and Japan, were led higher by
services exports to other OECD countries, which
expanded by 4.4 per cent in 2002 over 2001 levels.
On the other hand, services imports from non-
OECD countries grew 7.9 per cent over 2001-2002
compared to 4.8 per cent from other OECD sources.
As both rates were considerably higher than the
overall 1.8 per cent increase for total services
imports, the share of services imports from non-
U.S.- non-EU-non-Japanese sources increased from
18.6 per cent of total services imports in 2001 to
19.7 per cent in 2002.
