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On November 3, 1939, 1t wés‘announced that
the Governor Géneral;in-Council had appointéd Mr. C.

Announcement was also made of the intention to appoint
Dr. W,A, Riddell to the post of High Commissioner in
New Zealand, Mr. John Hall Kelly to Ireland, and Dr.
Henry Laureys to be High Commissioner in the Union of

Charles J. Burchell, ¥X.C., M.,A,, LL.B., was born
in Sydney, Cape Breton on July 1, 1876, and was edu-
cated at Sydney Academy, and Dalhousie University, (B.A,
1897, M.A., LL.B. 1899). He was called to the Bar of
Nova Scotia in April, 1899, and to the Bar of Quebec
in January, 1911; he became a King's Counssl in the
Province of Nova Scotia in 1909. From 1899 to 1922 he
was a partner in a succession of legal firms. In 1929
he was Chalrman of a Commlittee on Merchant Shipping
Legislation at the Conferénce on the Operation of
Dominion Legislation and Merchant Shpping Legislation held
in London; and was also a member of the Canadlan Delse-
gation at the Conference of the Institute of Pacific
Relations held at Shanghal in 1931, and at the British-.
Commonwealth Relations Conference held in Toronto in
1933. Hq was partner in his own firm of barrlisters
and solicitors in Halifax, and was a director of thne
Dominion Steel and Cocal Corporation Ltd., the Dbminion

Coal Company, Ltd., and Moirs Ltd.
