I have the honor to refer to the proposed amendments to Annexes A
and C of the Treaty between the Government of Canada and the Government of
the United States of America on Pacific Coast Albacore Tuna Vessels and Port
Privileges, as developed between the Canadian and U.S. delegations in Long
Beach, California on December 16, 2008, which follow in their entirety and
which shall be substituted for the existing Annexes A and C:

ANNEX A

(a) Each Party agrees to provide annually to the other Party a list
of its fishing vessels which propose to fish albacore tuna in the
Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) of the other Party, which is
defined in Article 1(b) of the Treaty. The list will include:

vessel name,

home port,

radio call sign or vessel identification marking that
identifies the flag state of the vessel (“Vessel
Identification Marking”),

fishing vessel registration number,

captain or operator’s name, if known, and

vessel length. For Canada, the list of vessels shall be
transmitted to the United States as of June 1. For the

United States, a provisional list shall be provided by
July 1 and may be revised during the fishing season.
