2.12 Solidus (oblique or slash)

The solidus (or oblique or slash) is used in certain abbreviations.

A solidus may indicate alternatives, especially in forms or tables.

If you need to use “and/or,” it is recommended that you use it only between two 
alternatives, where the meaning “A or B or both” will be obvious. In longer series, 
“and/or” is likely to be vague or unnecessary.
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
