Will my lion. friend
read the :section of the Railway Act?

Mr. TISDALE. Section 281 is headed
'Amalgamations and agreemnents,' and is1
followed by 282 and 283, whlch are too
long to read. Clause 4 of the agreemfenit
between Canadian companies refers to 281.
Clause 3 goes on to, state that agreements
may be entered into between an Americau
road and a Canadian road for running rights
and so forth. Now, by this special Act wçe
have referred the ternis of this agreemenit
to the Railway Commission, sometbing that,
iu my opinion, was neyer -intended to be
referred to the Railway Commission.
