Mr. Maurice Bourget (Parliamentary Assist­
ant to the Minister of Public Works): Mr.

Mr. Hansell: Mr. Chairman, I notice that 
item 676 and items 683 and 684 as well show 
an appropriation of $1. I wonder if the 
minister or his parliamentary assistant could 
explain to us whether or not the department 
is going back to a system that was devised 
by the predecessor of the present Minister of 
Public Works by which $1 was shown for 
a project only in so far as money is not used 
that has been appropriated for other projects.

I ask this question because the present 
minister’s predecessor used to do that. Parlia­
ment therefore would vote $1 and the project 
would thus be approved by parliament. The 
impression left with the people in the locality 
concerned would be that they were going to 
have the building but when the next year’s 
estimates came down after the present minis­
ter assumed office he discontinued that method 
and the result was that in his estimates for 
the following year no appropriation was made 
for the building which had been approved 
in the previous session by reason of the $1 
vote. This caused some disturbance and 
dissatisfaction.
