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tionship with the U.S.S.R. with regard to the
sale of wheat is now in a very strong position
indeed.

WHEAT-PAYMENT FOR STORAGE ON FARMS

Mr. G. W. Baldwin <Peace River): I should
like to ask the minister whether, in order to
assist the government in the consideration of
the many possibilities before it, he would give
consideration to amending the notice of
motion which appears in bis naine on the
Order Paper so that the committee might
have the opportunity Wo recommend to the
government its views in connection with
paying storage on farm stored grain.

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister without Port-
folio>: Hon. members will recognize, 1 believe,
that this is a distinct question unrelated to
the motion on the order paper. But I shall
certainly consider whether it would be useful
to have that subject referred Wo the
committee.

WHEAT-EXTENSION 0F ONE-BTJSHEL QUOTA
TO ALL SHIPPING POINTS

Mr. Les Benjamin (Regina-Lake Centre>: In
view of the fact that the present crop year is
now five months old and that only 176 ship-
ping points in the whoie area under the juris-
diction of the Wheat Board have received a
one-bushel quota, can the minister advise the
House whether the board has any projected
date by which the remaining shipping points
will be on a one-bushel quota?

Hon. Otto E. Lang <Minister withouf Port-
folio): The board has no specific target date
for arriving at a one-bushel quota or, indeed,
at any specific quota across the whole region
hn a uniforin way. Uniformity is, of course, a
desirable objective along with other objec-
tives. There is a progran hn effect to move
grain as quickly as is reasonabie in the course
of the winter months out of the region to the
east and, as fast as is required, Wo the west.
This should bring about a fairly rapid
advance in quotas during that period.

Mr. Korchinski: 1 belleve the minister
referred to the so-cailed block system. which
is apparently not producing the desired
resuits, as was just indicated a few moments,
ago, in that only 176 points are on a one-
bushel quota at this time. wrnl the minister at
some future date after the Christnmas recess
make a statement on motions so as to make it
clear what is really happening in connection
with this. whole systein?

Inquiries of the MinistrY
Mr. Lang: I shail certainly be very glad at

least to meet with the hon. member and
explain to him. how well, in fact, the block
systemn is working. It was neyer expected that
the block systern would move more wheat out
of the country than any other system. The
whole point of the block system. is to make
the most efficient use of available equipment
in moving wheat within the country.

Hon. C. M. Drury <President of the. Treasury
Board): As the hion. member is, I think,
aware, intensive discussions and consultations
are now taking place on this very subject.
