Mr. Herb Breau <Parliamnentary Secretary to Minister
of Industry, Trade and Commerce): Sîatistics Canada
reports that: 1. (a) No. The work of the CALURA
Administration and especially that relating to corpora-
tions has become very closely aliied witb funictions per-
formed by other parts of Statisties Canada, making the
organizational distinction of a separate CALURA division
less useful. Both the administration of CALURA and the
rest of the Bureau are involved in collecling, processing
and analyzing slatislics. Moreover, since the amendment
t0 the Calura Act in 1965, which permitted access to
corporations income tax relurfis, both the report prepared
under this act and publications on financial and taxation
sîatistics of Statistics Canada bave been based on the
same data source. Closer co-ordination and integration. of
the work performed have made possible a number of
improvements 10 the qualily of information presented in
the annual reports under the Corporations and Labour
Unions Retîîrns Act and have permitted a more compre-
hensive statistical and economic analysis; (b) no; (c)
amendments to the act are beîng consîdered.

Hon. Robert K. Andras (Minister of Manpower and
Immigration): The present policy of the Department of
Manpower and Immigration is that refunds of bonds taken
from persons who have overstayed their lemporary entry
are made only where the individual is subsequently grant-
ed landed immigrant status. Between April 1, 1971 and
March 31, 1973 there were 56 occasions where cash bonds
were refunded under such circumstances. In order to pro-
tect the privacy of the persons involved and prevent any
embarrassment to them, it is flot considered to ho in their
interests to divulge their identîties. The policy described
above is at present under review.

These men were confincd in the Don Jail
between November 24, 1972 and December 17, 1972 10

ensure thal they would flot disappear before Iheir deporla-
lion orders could be executed.

2. The Department of Manpower and Immigration had
no part whatever to play in any decision taken by the
authorities of the Don Jail with respect to vîsiîîng prîvi-
leges for these two men during the lime they xvere
detained in that institution.
