That the federal government implement a poiicy of compuisory contract
compliance and immediately require that Fleet Company sign an affirmative
action agreement as a prerequisite for ail federai contracts.

STATISTICS CANADA FIGURES ON UNEMPLOYMENT-
GOVERNMENT PLANS TO CREATE JOBS AND REDUCE INFLATION

Hon. John C. Croshie (St. John's West): Madam Speaker,
my question is for tbe Prime Minister. In view of tbe Statistics
Canada figures today on unemployment which reveal a sixib
consecuiive increase in tbe seasonally adjusted unemploymenî
raie-still 7.8 per cent ibis montb as it was last montb, even
thougb it is the middle of tbe summer-and in view of tbe fact
that tbe unadjusied June rate of 7.5 per cent is one-haîf of a
per cent bigher than last year, we bave 887,000 unemployed,
up 89,000 from tbis time last year, and in view of the
uniformly poor economic forecasts of decreases in the growtb
of the gross national produet, and the like, will the Prime
Minister now tell the House-he bas been 12 years in office;
ibis is tbe twelftb year of bis reign-wbat the governmeni's
policies and plans are to combat tbe higb unemployment we
now face and the higb inflation which is still threatening?

pleased to note, witb the bon. member, that the unemployment
rate for June was maintained- at 7.8 per cent and it is boped
that under the program announced at the beginning of May by
tbe Minister of Employment and Immigration the unemploy-
ment rate ibis fail will quickly decline as soon as tbe programn
is put into effect.

"Sore Throat"; the Minister of Finance is absent. Would the
Prime Minister answer ibis question, then? In the Speech from
the Tbrone, the government said it would not decrease the
deficit ai the expense of loss of jobs and bigher unemployment.
Now the deficit bas increased by $3.7 billion, up io $ 14.2
billion, and unemployment bas also gone up since tbe deficit
increased.

Would the Prime Minister explain what bis policy is? To
wbat level does bie tbink tbe deficit must rise before we can
have tbe full employment we would ail like to see? Is tbat tbe
policy? How bigb does bie intend to raise tbe deficit this year
to combat tbis increasing unemploymeni?

Hon. Pierre Bussières (Minister of State, Finance):

Madam Speaker, the Parliamentary Secretary to the Minister
of Employment and Immigration bas just indicated to tbe bon.
member tbai tbe unemploymeni rate bas not increased and
that tbere were 314,000 new jobs in June 1980 as compared
witb June 1979. Tbis is specifically due to tbe steps taken by
this governmfent, so that tbe negative effects of the very
difficuit economie conditions will noi be felt more sirongly by
those wbo find it mosi difficuit to find employment, and by tbe
poor. Tbe figures provided by tbe parliamentary secretary
reveal that tbe government bas reluctantly opted for a slightly
larger deficit tban otberwise acceptable, but bas enabled tbe
economy to remain vigorous.
