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from the possibility of seeing, as they should, what
their product is doing. The inference is that it
can be done cheaper, dbut if you consider the time

you have, ‘your fees, ete., it is not. 'Then, it is

not cheap things we want.

DEAN BRITTAIN: You mean that your staff would be
larger than it is now. Do you mean %o say that mm
this supervision might be done by the staff at cer-

tain periods?

PROF. LOCKHART: Certainly, supervision has to be done,
and the best people to do it are the persons who have

the students in charge.

DEAN HENDEL: I think you commént ‘on page 206: "There
is no good reason, apart from such subjects as French,
Art, Music, Physical Training, Domestic subjects and
handwork, why two or three highly competent men and
sosmx women should not give all the necessary instrue-
tions to a group of a hundred students who are spend-
ing a single year in fitting themselves to become

teachers™.

THE PRINCIPAL: We will proce@d to another matter,
having to do with the training of teachers, the
qualifications of those eligible for admission %0
the School for Teachers. The principmle contained
in thet group of recommendstions is found in re-

commendations 143 to 151, page 3ll.
