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BRITAIN IS READY
" FOR AIR WARFARE
Has ‘Made Ample Provisions
for Fighting Craft
and Men.

London, Jan. 5.—A short -time ago
a New York despatch to g London
paper stated- that American opinion
was that Britain ranked last among
the leading members of the grand
alliance in air power., This statement
was not controverted because dis-
cussions .affecting national suscepti-

bilities at a time like the present are
inopportune. Among air experts here
there exis.s a confident belief that
British - efforts in the prowvision of
aéria] fighting oraft and the train-
ing of men will° prove equal to the
necessities bf the great aerial cam-
paign expected in the spring and that
the balance in favor of the. entenie
will be tipped deécisively by America’s
contribution. : S

In a. statement prepared for “aerial
warfare,” a well-known authority of
the subject says: .

“The Germans are now working with
all their energy to carry the air war,
this year to every part of Briwaln|
within range. It will be ruthless and
terrible war unless we are well pre-
pared. Big bombing machines, with
their 900 mile range of action can
menace Glasgow and Belfast as well
as London and the Midlands,

Sha‘ter Huns’ Nerves

“Air operations will bé on an im-
mensely enlarged scale. Hence, when
the allies carry out their air war on
Germany, the Huns in their very first
experience of such raids will be treat-
ed to something far more terrible
than the worst assault on London.
Bearing in mind the underlying hys-
teria which exists in Germany, it
will be understood that there is ex-
cellent opportunity for breaking the
nerve of the war makers.

“With thousands of airplanes olr-
cling in and out of Germany night
after night and day after day, witn

tres of aerial battles, with main rail-
way lines battered at many Dpiaces,
troop trains wrecked and vital bridges
like those of the Rhine demolished,
we shall assuredly shatter the twu
nerve systems which have  enabled
Germany to defy the world so long.

“These two nerve systems are first
the mnerve or will of ,the governing
classes to carry on the war, and sec-
ond, the gigantic bundle of nerves
known as the German railway sys-
tem. Paralyze either of these nerve
systems and the way to a victorious
peace is easy.” £

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SPECIAL ALLOWANCES
- FOR CRIPPLED TROOPS

Discharged Soldiers to Receive Pay«
ment for Artificial Limb Ex- %
pensas, :

Ottawa, Jan. 6—~A rate of allows
ances has been fixed by order-in-
council for discharged soldiers coming,
from their place of residence to the
military hospitals ‘commission’s ar-
tificial limb factories for repairs to
their artificial limbs. One central fac=
tory, where ail artificial limbs for
Canadian soldiers in need of them are

manufactured, has beén established at
Toronto. The first of a  series of
branch factories for purposes of fit~
ting ‘and: repair has been opened at
Winnipeg, and others will be are
ranged as required at each of eight op
ten centres thruout the country.

As the governmeat is responsible not
only for issuing of original limbs but
thedr maintenance thriu the entire life-
time of the soldier, it frequently be-
comes necessary for the dischurged
men to visit the commission’s hranch
factory. As discharged men they are
not under the jurisdiction »of the
military hospitals comimission com-
mand, and the commission until Jan,
4 had no authority to recompense
them for loss of time or traveling ex-_
penses. The government has now au-
thorized the commission to pay the
following scales of allowances in re-
spect of any men called in for re-ex-
amination at a hospital or for repairs
to or supply of artificial limbs and
their appliances:

Return itransportation, first class,
with sleeping berths if necessary;
$1.10 per day allowance for time ab-
sent from home, plus $1.50 for each
night spent at a hotel and 50c for
ecach meal absent from home. This
makes a total allowance of $4.10 a day»
plus transportation.

The scale is the same as that grant-
ed by the board of pemsion commis~
sioners when a pensioner ig called into
a centre for re-eXamination.
