So 
they want a new set of scoring rules.

Any ball player will confidentially tell 
you that there Is not one man In a hundred 
who knows how to score a game. The loa* 
er his average is, the more pronounced will 
l/e his statement.

The scoring rales are not by any means 
Infallible, but they are about ns perfect 
as they can lie. A good deal must be left 
to the Individual Judgment of «he scorers.

Some players say there Is gross favorit­
ism shown certain batters. Especially do 
they kick against the mark set by George 
Stone. They say that when he playril In 
St. Louis his average climbed away up. 
but that as soon as he went oil the road, 
where outsiders handled the game, his ave­
rage slumped; «hat those not Interested In 
him did not give him a hit every time he 
got to first.

This kick Is only from some players. 
Those men of the game who are’ in solely 
to win seldom worry about averages.
