MATTERS IN HAMILTON.
L
Timothy Almond Was Killed at Coney
Island—The Sanford Co. and the
Clothing Contracts—General News.

Hamilton, Sept. 16.—(Special)—Dan-
fel Sullivan, :the Charles-street livery
man, received a private despatch this
morning from New York stating that
his cousin, Timothy Almond, was kill-
ed at Coney Island last night. The

message did not state how Almond
met his death, but it is presumed he
was killed by a traln ile return-
ing from the Coney Island races. The
deceased was born in tHis city 37 years
ago and was well known, although
he has not resided permanently in the
city for fifteen years. His mother re-
sides at 290 King-street east, and with
her son left for New York to-night,
where the remains will be interred.
" THE CLOTHING CONTRACTS.
Joseph ' Greene, secretary-treasurer
of the W. E. Sanford Manufacturing
Company, had a lengthy letter to-
night in the local press regarding the
Government clothing contract. Some
years ago, it said, the late Government
abandoned the custom of advertising
for clothing tenders, owing to the
| practice of incompetent firms tender-
ing, the issuing of circulars to the
principal manufacturers being sub-
stituted. A portion of the rest reads:
“In response to the last invitation
we sent”our Mr, Sweet,, who met re-
presentatives of the principal clothing
houses of Canada in Ottawa, who, like
himself, were there ‘to tender for the
requirements of the Government. As
far as we know, in this instance and
avery other instance, the contract was
given to the firms tendering the low-
est. Our company is-a joint stock
company, as you know, and its presi-
dent, Senator Sanford, had nothing to
io with the tender or with the contraet,
eyond advising our representative he-
fore leaving that in view of the de-
pressed condition of trade it would
be difficult to keep our hands busy,
and it was desirable to tender very
low rather than lose the contract, the
result being that we got a liberal pro-
portion of the Government’s require-
ments. Other houses of well-known
Liberal proclivities, supporters of the
present Government, whose names are
not mentioned for obvious reasons,
were among those who tendered and
secured portions of these -contracts.”

SENATOR SANFORD'S REMOVAL.

Nothing definite is yet known about
the rumor that Senator Sanford in-
tends moving to Toronto, and, al-
though the Senator deelines to deny or
confirm the rumor, his reticence gives
a certain amount of credence to the
rumor. His removal would mean the
removal ‘of his large’ manufacturing
establishment, upon which several
hundred families are directly and in-
directly dependent. He has Dbeen
closely identified with the growth of
this ‘'city and his removal would be
generally regretted. The Senator de-
nied that George Hamilton had pur-
chased ‘the yacht Canada for him, al-
though he intimated the craft -might
eventually belong to him. .

BUILDING THE SPUR LINE.

Yesterday was pay day on the T,
H. and B. spur line, and about $15,000
was paid out. Over 300 men are still
engaged in the work, which is pro-
gressing satisfactorily. There is still
a lot of work to be done in two cuts,
while only a small start has been
made on the Desjardins Canal bridge
owing to the difficulty in securing the
right of way. If the spur line is ready
for C. P. R. . trains by Christmas the
contractors will do well.
