The Information was laid by Poitce Con-
stable Fitzsimmons, who testified that on
Sunday, the 7th inst., he passea tne hotel
in question and observed that tme blinds
were lowered to within 16 Incoes of the
bottom of the glass on:each of the four
windows of the bar room ; that tbe effect
of the position of the blinds was to dark-
en the room to some extent, aituough any
one on the street or sidewalk couid see
into the bar room, the line of vision not
being interfered with by the blinas. An-
other witness corroborated this evidence.
For the defence, it was shown tnat there
was fully two feet of the window uncov-
ered ; that the room was then Iignted suf-
ficlently, and that the vision or anyone
desiring to look imto the room was not
prevented or obstructed. For tne aereace,
it was contended that the regulation oniy
applied to blinds that prevented or ob-
structed the vision of anyone desiring to
see into the bar room, and, as tnese blinds
did not obstruct, no offénce ha@ been com-
mitted.
