He thinks they will be beat-
en badly in Montreal, Quebec, Three Riv-
ers, St." Hyacinth aad Sherbrooke, and als)
be behind generally In ‘Quebec Province.
“While,” he says, “the general influence
of the Catholic clergy has been on the side
of temperance as far as their parishes are
concerned, they have given out no author-
itative utterance to show where they will
be when the national issue comes to be
fought out.”

Ontario, Manitoba and the Territories, and
the three Maritime Provinces will go for
prohibition, while’ Quebec and British Co-
