London, May 1.—The precis of the 

debate at the imperial conference to­
day is preceded by a note from the 
Secretary of State for the Colonies, an­
nouncing that at Premier Deakin’s re­
quest the summary of the first portion 
of the Australian premier's address, de­
livered Tuesday, is included.

It appears from the reissued precis 
that Mr. Deakin opened the question 
from an almost entirely academic point 
of view. After glancing back over 
the progress of the preference move­
ment, which was commenced at the 
very first conference in 1887 by Prem­
ier Hofmeyer, of Cape Colony, he went 
on to show how foreign imports to the 
colonies had shown an increasingly 
higher percentage than British im­
ports during the last fifty years.

Resuming today, the premier of the 
Commonwealth said that the purchas­
ing power of the British empire was 
an enormous asset and should be used 
unitedly. He contended that if re­
taliation were in prospect the powers 
discriminating against Britain and the 
colonies would desire to treat, especial­
ly if those countries were doing a 
large export trade with the empire. 
The Commonwealth, he said, could not 
abolist its customs tariff, but discrim­
ination was possible, and the advan­
tage given British goods would enable 
them to replace foreign goods, and thus 
bring about a large addition to the 
trade betw een Britain and Australia.

It was to be anticipated that the 
day would soon arrive when there 
would be a committee of experts whose 
duty it would be to review the trade of 
the empire as a whole with a view to 
increasing the trade between the vari-
