Art With Bread Crumbs.

“The "Girls’ Realm,” a Cassells Co.
publication of London, with a simul-
taneous Canadian issue, 18 a most at-
tractive magazine for feminine read;

breadcrumb,” is a new idea in arts
&nd crafts for home workers. Its ac-
companying {llustrations show amaz-
ing results. .The article follows:

- That unusual and beautiful effects
in decorations and objects of art may
‘be obtained by the use of simple ma-
terials is an established fact, and now
we hear of one of the latest achleve-
ments in the art of modeling flowers.
It has been discovered in Paris in an
exhibition of flowers and insects mod-

eled from breadcrumb—a unique idea,
_truly.

It was originated and carried
out to 4 marked degree of success by
Miss Susanne Meyer,a young French-
whose devotion to the work
has brought it particularly to the
height of perfection. Her latest tri-
umph is the recognition of her wo%y

Just decided to place it in one of the
national galleries.

/ The méthod of" working breadcrumb
requires the sculptor’s usual skill and
patience. Anyone taking it up as a
hobby or as serious work must not be
discouraged by a few fallures in the

i ‘beginning of such a new venture. Par-

ticular attention should be given to
the following. important points: The
breadcrumb, mixed with a little medi-
um (composed of a 30 per cent. solu-
tion of pure: gum arabic mixed with
glycerine), must be neither too soft
nor too hard; ii should be of the con-
gistency of putty. A second important
point is not to make too large a quan-
tity at one time, as it would harden
and become useless; a plece about half
the size of a small teacup is sufficient
for a beginning. While working it
into proper consistency with the fin-
gers the coloring matter should be add-
ed—red, green, blue or whatever col=-
or may be required to give the neces-
sary natural tints—and care should be
taken to distribute the color thoroly
thruout the breadcrumb. The coloring
matter may be either a powder or a
liquid, water color or oil paint—what-
ever the artist finds most convenient
to work with will suit the purpose.
Miss Meyer uses both water color and
oil paints.

‘When this has been done, the work
of modeling may be started, with the
natural object at hand for a guide;
whether it be an orchid, a rose, a spray
of honeysuckle, or some favorite flow-
er, the sculptor must first copy the
stalk satisfactorily as to form, leaving
the final coloring until the end of the
modeling operations, when she may
turn’ her attention to the leaves and
flowérs. In making these, an ordin-
ary rolling-pin will be found very use-
ful. The breadcrumb should be rolled
out until it is of the requisite thickness.
From this the leaves or petals may be
roughly cut out with a pen-knife, one
by one, and finished with the aid of
the fingers—that is, by patting, work-
ing, pressing and rubbing the bread-
crumb. Thus by slow degrees the
flower i{s built. Undue haste is fatal,
for in the early stages of \the work
there is danger of a complete coHapse.

Breadcrumb will harden generally in
two or three days, and then the final
coloring, the shaping and the finishing
can be given. A touch of color here
and there, put on with a brush, and in
exactly the same way as tho painting
& picture, will give a realistic touch to
the subject. For Instance, the glossi-
ness that is found on the stalk of a
natural rose can be imparted by a gen-
tle rubbing with the fingers, or by a
slight. coating of pure gum arabic.
Sometimes the breadcrumb, after it has
been kneaded into balls, \'.m not be of
the right consistency, with the result
that the flowers will crack after only a
few days’ existence. There will be no
danger of this if the balls. are of the
right consistency. Either stale or fresh
breadcrumb may be used, and the work
should be done in a room of moderate
temperature; sudden changes from hot
:cé cold, and vice versa, should be avoid-

in this fascinating art is to begm wlth
small solid objects, such as little vases,
and only when they have been. abile
to copy these correctly and easily may
they "attempt the more” compllca.ted
work of modeling flowers and the,
things of nature. To try to do flower
work before one has gone thru a pre-
liminary training.in the smaller ob-
jects is sure to end in failure. Little
imaginary figures ‘of men and women
are interesting models, too, for begin-
ners. Then the smaller flowers, such
as tulips, pansies, daisies, and  apple
blossoms, may be 'tried, reaerv!ng the
more difficult specimens for later work,
With patience and practice there is no
flower belonging to field or garden that
cannot be copied with scrupulous ex-
actness. One can even obtain the
beautiful transparency seen in the
petals of a rose, and it is said-thmt]
some of the blossoms have been made
80 true to nature that in the summers
time *ttle honey bees have been
known® to fly thru the open windows
of this artist's studio and to settle
upon.- the modeled flowers, mistaking
them for real ones.

Perhaps it was this incident which
inspired the artist’s idea of imitating
insects in breadcrumb, and nothing
could be more amusing and attractive
than the.modeling of these little crea-
tures. A lady-bird attached to a rose-
leaf looked perfectly at home. Some
wasps, too, looked as if they mignat
sting, and again, a dragon-fly seemed
to have alighted on the pot of orchids
nearby. 'This last is not an easy in-
sects to copy, owing to the iridescerit
colors of its wings and body.

And so an artist may choose at will
the subjects for this fascinating work.
It does not break if carefully handled,
and even a fall on a soft carpet will
not damage it. But it should be deait
with gently, as in the case of porce-
lain or any delicate ceramic, It is best
preserved under a glass case. ‘There
will be found, of course, the usual tech-
nical’ difficulties, such as every sculptor
who warks with new material is sure
to experience, but it is a fact, never-
theless, that really serious art work
can be done with breadcrumb, and
that, by connoisseurs in the zealm of
art, it is regarded as unique and wor-
thy of notice.
