BLFFALD GRAN RECEITS
HIW B FLRG 7

High Cost of Lake and Rail Route
Forced Shippers to Seek
Other Qutlet,

BUFFALO, Dec. 27.—The total grain
receipts for the year at Buffalo were’
113,040,614, as against 182,004,676 bushels
in 1907, ’lfhis is a falling off of 18,-
963,962 bushels. The enormous decrease
shown is no surprise to those inter-
ested in the maritime business. The
gra market during the early season
and up until August was in a stale
of demoralization and hardly any
grain was moved.

In explaining another reason for the
decrease, a well-known vessel man
says: ‘“‘The high cost of shipping grain

via the lake and rail route and the

tariff on Canadian wheat forced ship-
pers in the northwest to choose cheap-
e€r means of transportation. They us-
ed the all-water route and this city
as well as the whole state lost there-
by: We cannot compete with the Cana-
dian rates until the "bange canal is
completed. Montreal is taking Buffalo's
place as the greatest recelving port
and is hurting New York as a port of
export.”

Buffalo received the bulk of the
year’'s grain shipments from Fort Wil-
liam and Port Arthur, amounting to
nearly 15,000,000 bushels. The total
shipments between Sept. ' 1 and Deg,
1 were 43,935,506 bushels, as against
20,454,000 bushels for the correspond-
ing period of last year. Of this amount
27,649,000 bushels found their way to
Canadian ports for trans-shipment or
export and 27,649,000 bushels were ship-
ped to American ports, this city, as
stated, getting the biggest proportion.

The showing is admitted in Montrea]

Each.of
the councilmen in question is being
watched carefully, and. when officials
of the Voters’ League were asked . if
the councilmen thus warned were
wanted merely as. witnessges they
laughed aloud and said, ‘“Hardly.”

Effort is being made by one or more
of the councilmen already under ar-
rest, to turn state’s evidence. Presi-
dent A. Leo Well of the Voters’ League
has made the fallowing statement:

‘"We don't need the testimony of
‘squealers’ nor do we desire it. We
will not grant quarter to any one.
We have refused to do ®0, and I want
to serve mnotice thaet no attorney has
authority to offer mmunity to any
one before the trial. The Voters’
League ‘has enough evidence and more
than enough to send every man under
darrest to prison und also to atténd to
others who are mixed in the case and
whom we will arrest as we can at-
tend to them.
