Third: Our Lord’s resurrection has
a 'special significance to the church
because we are informed that as He
was raised from the dead He exper-
ienced 'a change of nature, being put to
death in the flesh and quickened in
spirit, so the church is promised that
she shall have a share In His resur-
rection—His kind of resurrection, a
resurrection to a new nature, a new
spirit. As further evidence of this the
apostle points out that “flesh -and
blood cannot inherit the kingdom of
God’’; hence the necessary ‘‘change’ ih
resurrection of all those who would be
“heirs of God and joint heirs of Jesus
Christ”” their Lord, in His heavenly
kingdom. He emphasizes this still fur-
ther in describing the resurrection of
the “elect” church. He ecalls it ‘“the
resurrection of the dead,” saying: “‘So
also is the resurrection of the dead.
It is "sown in corruption; it is raised
in Incorruption; it is. sown in dishon-
or; it is raised in glory; it is sown in
weakness; it is raised in power; it is
sown -in natural body; it is raised a
spiritual © body. There -is an animal
body, and there is a spiritual body.
As we (the church, the members of
His body) have borne the image of the
earthy one (Adam), we shall also bear
the image of the heavenly (Christ).”
—IL." Cor., xv., 42-49.

The Greek word “anastasis,” ren-
dered - “resurrection,” signifies to lift
up again, to.lift up completely, with
the implication that the something
lifted up has previously fallen down.
Father Adam, from harmony with God,
perfection of ‘being and lasting life,
| fell down into a condition of sin, dy-
ing, death. He had not the power to
restore himself to divine favor nor to
raise himself up out of the condemna-
tion. His entire race shares in the fall
from perfection: hence the Saviour, the
Deliverer provided by God, we are as-
sured, is “able to save to the utter-
most,” able to deliver not only from
sin, but from death; not only from the
tomb, but from all the weaknesses of
heredity, all the sin, the blemishes,
which rest upon our race. Christ has
already “died, the just for the unjust,”
to accomplish this end. True, He has
applied the merit of his sacrifice only
to the household of faith, only to the
believer. No one else is properly pre-
pared to receive or appreciate it. But
the provision of the Divine plan is that
the Christ (Jesus, the head and the

Some of our fallen race have very
little affecticn ¢f any kind by natura,
Jt will be. very.difficuit for such to
enter the kirgdom, the verv basis of
which is “love cut of a pure heart.”
However, those wbo have  strong af-
fections sometlmes find themselves
sorely distressed, hLecause there is a
conflict of interests between tha earth-
ly and the he:venly.  The two are at
warfare, Our Heavenly Bridegroom
demands ihat if we love Him as IIi#
bride we must first demonstrate that
we love Him supremely—more than we
love parents or childiren, houses or
lands or even life iirelf. The Lord
does not fault us for affection, strong
affection, but it is a reasonable de-
mard that we skculd appreciate most
of all 4m whe has redeomed and
“ocailed” us, not only in resrect to the
things of this present life, but also as
to things in the future. 7 .

The apostle’s statement. “Set your
affection on things above, not on things
on the earth,” implies a rereaied set-
ting, as iho the affections might slip
from the heavenly things or had al-
ready done so.  The intimation is that
we are to have before our minds the
proper standards or - .things of the
kingdom first and are to keep seeking
and keep setting cur affections uvan
the heavenly things. This might rea-
sonably call forth the aquestion, Why
shculd- such &n exhortation be ne-
cessary?. Seeing the.danger and im-
portance .of thcse thines, why shauld
it mot become second na'urg to us *0
think chiefly of the heavenly things?
We reply that this js° because we are
by nature earthly and mu:t’'do our
tkinking thru the natural brain and
hecause we are continually surrounded
by earthly attractions which draw us
earthward and make bids for our time
and interest. Furthermore, our, great
adversary seeks to attract us from the
great prize, from loyalty to the heav~
enly kingdom.

The lessons end experiences of the
church in her own pregress along the
lines of the resurrection life will en-
able her to have sympathy with the
world during the millennium. when, as
the bride. the Lamb’s wife. she will be
privileged as Tis mouthpieze to grant
the world the riches of God’'s- blessing
in and thru Christ Jesus .our Lord.

Preaches an
Easter Morn Sermon at the
Matropolitan Church,

Lof the resurrection followed well-known
lines of ‘thought. "

Thedecrations ~ of “'the pulpit and
reading desk were simple and artistic,
chiefly of tall ‘ Haster lilies. All the
Laisles were crowded with those wno

'were placed in every avallable spot.

The musical portion of the service
as is always expected in Metropolitan
Chureh, -was of- unusual interest. Mr.
| Wheeldon presided -at the great organ,
the opening voluntary being Guilmant's
“Pastorale,”’  an : appropriate Easter
composition.” Btarford’s “Te Deum’
was sung with fine effect to the seated
_congregation. An exquisite “Lullaby,”
by J. Vogt, introducing the chimes,was
played for ‘the.eoffertory, and this was
followed by Gaul's trio, ‘Hail to " the
‘Rifen Lord.”. The hymns were appro-
priate &nd:the “Hallelujah Chorus”
closed the service.. .

Faith vs. Seepticism,

Easter had come again; but they had
to face anew the problems of infidelity
and scepticism. Faith may believe, if
it will, that Jesus lives with God, but
the historic fact that He rose from the
grave is negatived by multitudes, and
the evidenée on which it rests is held
to be valueless. -

A philosopher has sald that gredt
things are- not to be wept over OT
laughed over, but to be studied. As
became the Easter morning, Dr. Orr
desired to place before them the great
grounds on which their faith in the re-
surrection of Jesus rested.

There never had been a time when
unbelief did not question the fact. In
Paul's time even it was denied «that
any could rise from the dead. The
chief difficulty was the modern ten-
dency to lower the personality of Jesus.
The resurrection was certainly a mir-
acle, but it was on this account that
disbelief ‘was so strong. Were the evi-
dence 50 times stronger than it is, sald
an English writer, any hypothésis were
more credible. Dr. Orr slighted the
views of - Pr. Paul W, Schmiedel, pro-
fessor of New Testament exegesis at
Zurich, and writer on the resurrection
in the Encyclopaedia Biblica, and he
also warned his hearers againt Prof.
G. B. Foster, formerly of Toronto, and
now of Chicago, who says in his book

ligion,” that “an’ intelligent man who
now affirms his faith in such stories
(miracles) as actual facts, can hardly
know what intellectual honesty means.”
1f there were a living God, said Dr.
Orr, he believed that God was able to
raise His Son from the dead. :

The tendency on-both: sides of the
Atlantic was to interpret the life of
Jesus in terms of mere humanity. The
resurrection could not be seéparated
from ‘the pre-supposition of - Christ
Himself. If He was the Son of God
then there was no a-priori presump-
tion against His resurrection, If ‘He
was not that, the historical evidence
ysould remain what it was, but would
nce be convincing.

Proven By Faets.

Dr. Orr then proceeded to examine
tre evidence. The empty grave and
+he assurance of the apostles that He
had risen was a point on which there
was no dispute.

Even Strauss, the prince of scePtics.
admitted the value of the passage in
Corinthians. That Paul had heard
from Peter and James and others, In-
cluding the 500, of Jesus’ resurrection
and that these were all convinced of
the truth of what they told Paul, was

sald Straues. What Strauss did not
question might be taken as a firm
deztum, remarked Dr. Orr.

The assumption of modern thought
was that theé early church had no
knowledge of their own history, and
that the writers of the gospels had
n» historical scrupulousness and had
pdopted legend‘and myth and tradi-
tion, J‘w was an Impossible view.
