The shooting took place ‘when the fac-
tories in the netghuurnood were ‘empty-
ing thousands of workers into the street.
Carter, with his wife on one side and
another woi.an on the other, was turning
into Cass avenue from Burroughs when
the argument reached its c¢limax.

Apparently at the sight of the weapon,
Mrs. Carter opened her mouth to scream,
for :the builet entered the roof of her
mouth without searing the lips, and lodg-
ed In the brain. Carter walked a few
steps away and ended his life with a
bullet thru the right ear. The other wo-
man turned and ran.
