The Price of Meats May
Reach'v Lower
- Level Soon

" BEEF HOLDS FIRM

This Year's Fruit Crop Prom-
~ises to be More Plentiful
Than Usual But There Will

be Little Change in Prices.
D s aam ] v

_Although little or no change is predict-
ed in the price of beef—particularly the
higher des; -there is some indication
that there will be a decline.in the figures
_.on other meats. Vegetables will be cheap-
er, espgeially potatoes, and fruit will, from
Present proagacts, be pretty plentiful.

‘A local meat dealer said today that real
good beef would very likely 'be high in
ptice, but grass cattle’ would probably be
cheaper. Good beef wholesales at pres-
ent at from 8 to 101-2 cents, and there
is. little indication of these figures moving
downward. Prices differ ‘considerably
from those of last-year. For instance,
beef that in July 1806 could be had alive
at 434 and- 5:cents, today commands 6
cents, and stock which sold then at 8c to-

. day brings from 10 to 1012 cents. The
same dealer referring to the present high
prices -on “beef, said. that -cattle should be
,cheaper, but for -one thing there were
none in our own province.  Veal prices
are also stiffer now than last season, and
veal brings'from 9 to 10 cents by the car-
afce, where it brought from 6 to 8 last
year. . Mutton sold from 5 to 7 last year,
but commands from 6 to 8 this season.

Potatoes are also high just now, and
bring about twenty per cent more than
last year. Old potatoes are worth $1.75
a barrel, and new goods $1.75 a bushel.

‘A loéal commission man who . has just
returned - from Woodstock, says that the
farmers in Carleton .county are putting in
large quantities of potatoes this season,
many of them having planted all the way
from . five to forty amd fifty acres.

New vegetables are coming in in. pretty
-latge, quantiti s and the prices do not:-vary

rrept Lifrom those of last seasem.

rors" at 6 cents a bunch, turnips
from 8:to 10; beets, 8 to 10c.; peas, 50c.
2 peck. Native squash and beans have
not yet been placed on the market.

This -year's ffuit crop promises to.be
much more plentiful than usual, and as
i result prices will be within reach of al-
most everybody. & .

E. A. Goodwin says that in Omtario
the preserving fruits, such as grapes,
plums and peaches will be very plentiful
but no figures are available at ,the pre-
sent moment. California fruit will, how-
ever, be scarce and high and from pre-
cent indications the prices will bz "about
20 per cent. in advance of this time last
year. Tomatoes will also be more expen-
sive, and oranges of all kinds will. cost in
the vicinity of 15 per cent. more than
this time last year. The figures on straw-
berries are much the same now as they
wure a year ago, but the ‘“cheap week”
g passed and some. advance may “be
expected from mow until the eeason
closes. The fact that growers are ship-
ping largely to the United States has a
‘gndency to keep the prices high in the
ocal market.

LONDON, July %0—Scarcely a word of
sympathy is uttered by the morning . papers
tor the deposed Emperor of Corea, who is
regarded*as having brought his fate upon
himself by futile intriguing against the
Japanese and as the Daily Graphic humor
ously remarks by ‘“having taken the
Hague conference too seriously.”

‘I'he general opinion is that the abdica-
tion of Yi Heui is the best thing that
could happen for Corea. The Daily Tele-
graph says: ‘‘After all' Corea by the very
circumstances of her geographical position,
was foredoomed to be a spoil of war amd
the complete Japanization of Corea can
only as a matter of time, provided the ver-
dict of the last'war remsins unaltered.” Ac-
cording to a Shanghai despatch Emperor
Yi Heui had arranged ta fly to the pro-
tection of the Ruseian consulate but' was
circumvented by. the precautions taken by
the Japanese.

SEOUL, Corea., July. 20—The abdica-
tion edict-of the emperor is his first com-
munication to the worldk since the re-
pudiation of the convention of 1303.

A translation of the text of the edict
follows.

“] have been in succession to my an-
cestors on the throne #4 years and have.
met many disturbances. I have mnot
reached 'my own desire. © While 'ministers
are frequently improper men and prog-
réss is mot- controlled by*men, the: times
are contrary to natural events. A -erisis
extremely urgent in the life of the people
has arisen and the progress of the state
is more than before imperilled:

“Fortunately we have ~endowed
by nature with virtue,’ Jand well
worthy of being- chargsd” With plans for
the development of the government, . to
whom we transfer oug inheritance, €anc-
tioned by the custams @ ancient tigle;.

“Thepefore bz it known, that as soon
as it is proper to be done,, we will hand
the affairs of the ' state to the crown|
‘prince as,our representative.” =

Court usage is said to, make the mzan-
ing of the above an actual abdication.

While insufficient time has elapsed to
chow the effect of the. emperor's action
upon the situation, advisory opinion at
the Japanes: residence-general, regards
the abdication as taking away the force
of Japan’s intendpd blow.

TOK10, July 20—Reports from -Seoul
state that four machine guns are now at
the Taihan gate. Should the.Corean sol-
diers repeat yesterday’s behaviour by fir-
ing on the Japanese police, the Japanese
troops will mot hesitate to retaliate.

It is noteworthy that despite the press
news of the abdication of the Corean em-
peror, the official report confirming the
same, has not yet been received here.

The Times presents, herewith, the pic-
ture of a very interesting visitor who was
in the city. this week and who, while
here, consented to have her picture taken
for -publication “in this paper.

She i Mrs.” William ;H. Redstone. of
Queenstown, Queens county, and her chief
claim to distinction lies in the fact that
she is a nonogenarian, daughter of an-
other nonogenarian and granddaughter of
a centenarian.

It is doubtful if in.any family in New
Brunswick. can be found a similar recard:
of longevity extending throngh three gen-
Sratiohs: e

Mrs. Redstone wda-bom at Wickham,
Queens county, on March 80, 1818. She
is the fourth dgughter of Ahdrew Wat-
son, who, himsalf, reached the wonderful
age of 94 years before he died. His wife

was 84 years old when she died, and Mrs.
Redstope's grandfather was within a few
wezks of the -century mark when he pass-
ed away.

The aged lady’s girlhood was lived in
the -good old days when early marriages
were mere favorably regarded than is the
case now and she was hardly 16 years old
when sh: became the bride of William H.
Redstone, . a  sturdy agriculturist, wmo
came here from Davenport, England, in
the year his young wife was born. After
the -marriage the young couple resided at
New Jerusalem, Queens county, and had
an exceptionally happy married life of 43
years, when the union was broken by the
decease of Mr. Redstone in 1877. At the
time of his death Mr. Redstone was a
deacon of the Free Baptist church at New
Jerusalem, and had been a consistent
member during his long and busy life.

Mr. and Mrs. Redstone had ten child-
ren, four, of whom, William, Hanry Eliza-
beth, Mrs. Samuel Dunham and Mms. T.
W. Musgrove are dead and the remain-
ing six, i. e., Mrs. James Smith, St. John,
Mrs. G. A. Peters and Mrs. George Mc-
Corkle; Boston, Charles Redstone of Flor-
ida and Malcolm and Thomas of Quezns-
town, are living. There dre also twenty-five
grandchildren and twenty-six great-grand-
children.

For some years Mrs. Redstone has made
her home with her son, Malcolm, at
Queenstown and is well known through-
out th: lngth and breadth of Queens
countwand in St. John.

She has a eplendid memory and is an
entertaining conversationalist, while the
store of reminiscence gathered during
ninety years of New Brunswick life is a
rich and rare on:. Many are the stories
she can tell of old times in New Bruns-
wick when St. John was but a small
town, when country roeds and highways
were practically unknown and the far-
mers did théir travelling on the ice.
