Mr. D. Fraser being absent, the Synod appointed Mr. Crombie 
interim Convener of the Committee on the State of Reli0ion.

Ri the absence of Dr. Burns, the Synod appointed Mr. Lowry 
interim Convener of the Agency Committee.

Mr. T. Alexander, formerly minister at Cobourg, and for 
several years a minister of the Free Church of Scotland, being 
present, the Synod unanimously requested him to take a seat 
with the Synod.

On application duly made by the Presbyte^ of Çobourg the 
Synod agreed to sanction the induction of Mr. Windell into a pas­
toral charge before the completion of a year of missionary ser­
vice.
