New York, Feb. 18—(Canadian Press)
—The discount on the Canadian dollar
in the U. S. will very probably disap-
pear entirely within the current year, so
the Wall gtreet Journal predicts this
morning in a review of the exchange sit-
uation. While in the past the Canadian
exchange rate has generally followed the
flutuations of sterling exchange, the
paper asserts, other factors have recent-
ly influenced the Canadian rate so that
sterling, for certain periods at least, has
ceased to be the dominant factor.

The discount rate on Canadian dollars
reached 811-16 per cent. here this week.
It had gone as high as 17 1-2 per -cent.

Delegation Points Out to Hon. W. C. Kennedy
Necessity for Breakwater Extension, Terminal
Development, Better Railway Connection and

Says He Will do Every-
f City.

The necessity of an improvement in
the terminal facilities in St. John, the
| needs for a new railway station and the
importance of the routing of Canadian
trade over Canadian roads and through
Canadian ports were impressed upon
Hon. W. C. Kennedy, minister of rail-
ways, by a delegation of representative
citizens which waited upon him soon af-
ter his arrival here this morning.
| Mr. Kennedy, accompanied by Major
G. A. Bell, deputy minister, and J. A.
Nevins, acting secretary, arrived in the
city from Moncton soon after nine
{o'clock. They were met at the station by
{Dr. W. P. Broderick and H. R. McLel-
| lan and taken for a trip around the city,
! the hdrbor terminals and Courtenay Bay.
L. R. Ross, terminal agent of the C. No
R., accompanied them.

Arriving at the Royal Hotel at 11.30,
{they were met by a delegation represent-
{ing the city and the board of trade, when
the needs of the port and the city were
pointed out to him. Mr. Kenedy and his
party left on the 1.40 train for Moncton
on their way back to Ottawa.

Royal Hotel Conference.

Included in the delegation which met
Mr. Kennedy at the Royal were His
Worship Mayor Schofield, T. H. Bullock,
commissioner of harbors; W. F. Burditt,
president, and R. E. Armstrong, secre-
tary, of the St. John Board of Trade;
Hon. Dr. J. B. M. Baxter M. P.; Dr.
Murray Maclaren, M. P.; D. W. Leding-
ham, H. C. Rising, A. C. Skelton, M. E.
Agar, G. E. Barbour, W. S. Allison, John
Sayre, C. P. Hamphrey, J. Fraser Greg-
ory, H. C. Schofield and others.

Short addresses were delivered by
Mayor Schofield, Mr. Burditt and Dr.
Baxter.

Mayor Schofield.

Mayor Schofield, after welcoming the
minister to the city, said that he wished
to bring to his attention the fact that
we in St. John had a port which was
open all the year round, a port which
was one of the important outlets of the
country and which during the war had
enabled Capnada to do its share. . ..

He said that $2,000 had been spent
by the people of the city in making it a
port and had gone so far as it was pos-
sible ‘for them to do. It was now up
to the federal government to develop it
along national lines.

Considerable development had been
carried out, he said, on the western side
of the harbor, but he wanted to q:aw
Mr. Kennedy’s attention to the eastern
side. A year ago the C. N. R. manage-
ment had an idea of the development of
the section between Reed’s Point and
the Sugar refinery wharf, which would
provide for filling in and the erection of
steamer berths. This would give the
railway better access to the harbor fa-
cilities.

The railway board, he said, had en-
dorsed the project, and if it was feasible
he was sure that the citizens would de-
sire that it be brought to the attention
of the minister. He said that the people
expected only what was reasonable de-
| velopment.

 Trade Board President

Mr. Burditt said that the most urgent
necessity in the harbor at the present
time was the extension of the Negro
Point breakwater to Partridge Island,
without which further development of
the government berths would be of no
avail. The same also applied to the east
side development.

Another urgent need was the con-
struction of a railway station. He said
that the people did not urge useless or
unnecessary expenditures at the present
time, but it was felt that the C. N. R.
! should be kept up to date.

Another important necessity to St.
John, Mr. Burditt said, was better C. N.
railway connections with the harbor ter-
minals. He spoke of the line in from
. Moncton, the Transcontinental Line
' which connected with Fredericton at Mc-
! Giveney Junction and the St. John and
| Quebec Railway down the river valley
‘ which was under lease. The last named
| however, ended on the C. P. R. Line at
 Westfield and had to come over the C.
| P. R. Rails to St. John. What was re-
i quired, he said, was a more direct con-

nection, which was not what it should
be. He would like to see the C. N. R.
under no obligations to any other road
for direct connections with both sides of
the harbor and if this could be realized,
it would be in the interests both of the
port and the C. N. R,, as it would tend
to reduce mileage on freight carried.

Canadian Trade Through Our Ports.

Dr. Baxter said that he was sure the
citizens would greatly appreciate Mr.
| Kiennedy’s coming so early in the life of
the new government to look over the
situation in the maritime provinces.

While the local problems presented by
i the other speakers were urgent ones,
there was another and larger question
of which he wished to speak. He said
that it was time when political differ-
ences should cease and everybody should
unite in an effort to see that every pound
of Canadian freight for export should be
carried over Canadian rails and shipped
through Canadian ports. He said that
St. John and Halifax should be made
the real winter ports of Canada and not
Portland. He was sure that this was
the unanimous sentiment of the country
and there would be no political interfer-
ence if those in authority pursued that

policy.

“I realize,” he said, “the importance of
St. John as a national port; that it
should have suitable harbor accommo-
| dation, and a railway, station that would
accommodate its needs and impress the
visitor.*

He said he was impressed with the
importance of both St. John and Halifax
as maritime ports, and he felt that
everyone was agreed in the principle of
developing and building up a Canadian
national spirit. He said he was proud
of the country and was ready to do his
part to make it great.

Make No Promises.

Regarding those - things which were
asked, he said he could make no prom-
ises; the minister of finance must first
be consulted. He said the country was
faced with a loan of some $400,000,000,
and how it was to be raised was a ques-
tion not yet determined. The money
‘when raised, he said, was intended to be
used not for new work but for the tak-
ing care of money already expended.

Mr. Kennedy said he would go away
impressed with the needs and opportuni-
ties of St. John, with first hand informa-
tion on the matter, and a desire to do
everything in his power to fulfil the
needs of the port.
