On such partial information as was ob-
fainable yesterday, the Paris press con-
strued the note as meaning that France
and Great Britain must change their at-
titude on that question or the United

States would withdraw from all connec-

tion with FHuropean affairs.

The official view, however, is that,
rather than an ultimatum, the note is
simply a renewal of direct negotiations
by the United States. The reply.of the
allies repregented in the press here as a
categoric maintenance of their attitude
by Great Britain and France was de-
scribed by the forcign office official
merely a continuance of the negotiations

with the view of finding the best pos-!

sible early solution of the difficuity.

In semi-official quarters it was stated
tonight that the allied reply to Presi-
dent Wilson’s memorandum regarding
the Adriatic settlement will assure the
president that the allies’
lanuary 10 is not unfavorable to the
Jugo Slavs,

The note will be brief, consisting of
about 150 words, and according to these
quarters will say, “it is recognized that
the allies cannot settle the question with-
out the co-operation of the United
States, inviting the president to present a
solution to the Adriatic problem.

Discussing editorially President Wil-
son’s note and the reply the Temps to-
day says the entire Adriatic question
had been placed in a state of suspense
again by President Wilson’s memoran-
dum and that “much patience and tact
are necessary on all sides.” The news-
paper continues:—*“It goes without say-
ing that none of the three allied govern-
ments wishes to give the United States
any motive or pretext for withdrawing
from European affairs.
