The acreage 
in root and fodder crops has increased 
more than one-quarter, to 825,000 acres, 
while cattle and horses have increased 
in number about 10 per cent., sheep 50 
per cent and hogs over 80 per cent. 
Dairy products in Manitoba last year 
were valued at $8,*16, 2*8, compared 
with $2,919,581 in 1912, It will thus be 
seen that Manitoba is making very sub­
stantial progress in general farming. 
Saskatchewan has a grain acreage this 
year of nearly 10,000,000 of which 6,- 
000,000 acres is in wheat.

Referring to the effect of crop pros­
pects upon general business, Canadian 
Finance says that there is a decldédly 
better feeling with an improvement in 
retail business and a corresponding de­
mand for supplies at wholesale. Retail 
stocks are pretty well cleaned up, and 
tMs it is pointed out forms a good basis 
for future business. Indeed Canadian Fi­
nance says: —

“Fears are expressed by some whole­
sale merchants that the harvesting of a 
good crop will be followed by such a 
consumptive demand for goods that the 
merchants throughout the country will 
not be able to eater to it; for manu­
facturers in most lines have been cur­
tailing their output, and the jobbers have 
not been stocking up as liberally as in 
former seasons.”

The people of Eastern Canada, who 
arc of course affected by westçm con­
ditions, will experience a feeling of 
satisfaction that the outlook is so 
promising.
