Washington, D. C., July 28—With
nearly $1,00,000,000 in gold coin and bul-
lion stored in treasury vaults and about
$600,000,000 more of coin in cireulation,
treasury officials say the United States
has no cause for alarm over the tre-
mendous shipments of gold from New-
York to Europe.
