Lemieux and Mbonk Have En-
counter | Over Public Service
Commissioners '

TENGE

(Montreal Witness Report.)

There were a few tense moments in
the house at. midnight on Friday. when
the Hon. Rodolphe Lemieiix and the Hon.
1‘ D. Monk locked horns over the ques-
tion of the qualifications of the recently
appointed public service commission to ner-
fqrm the duties in a non-partisan way. The
discussion arose over the vote for dams
on the Ottawa River.

The Hon. Mr. Pugsley objected to a re-
port.m th_e government press as fo the
inquiry being made in reference to the
Tgm}skammg dam. He said that the com-
missioners should not be allowed to give
.out. one-sided reports before an inquiry
was complete. There was nothing wrong
in cqnpection with the matter, and he as
a minister had acted throughout on the
adyice of the engineers of the department.
: _Then Mr. Lemieux took a hand in:the
discussion. “He said that Mr. Lake, one
of the commissioners, was a gentleman,
but still he was a partisan. Mr. Morine
he did not know, but he had. twice
been a Cbnscrvative candidate: As for Mr.
Dgcl;arme, the third member of the com-
mission, he ‘was a very bitter partisan. He
was chairman- of the company whiclipub-
lishes ‘Le Devoir,” and also*the “hédd of
a company which publishes ‘Le Nation-
aliste,” two of whose editors had served
terms in jail for libelling the judges of
the province of Quebec.

Mr. Lemieux declared that he would
object to being investigated by Mr. Du-
charme, whose business record in Mon-
treal had been notorious. He had been
obliged to resign the presidency of La
Banque: Provinciale because "he was ob-
jected (to by the shareholders. He -had
also been obliged to resign from the posi-
tion of secretary treasurer of Ste. Cuna-
gonde municipality. Mr. Lemieux declared
that Mr. Pucharme was on the commis-
sion to do muck-raking for his party., ‘I
would not,” ‘he said, ‘be judged by him,
because he has already been judged by
the people of Montreal.’

Mr. Monk said -that he was quite cer-
tain that the-item had not emanated
from the commissioners. The object of
the appointment of the ‘commisgion was
merely to place the departments on a bet-
ter footing. No one would deny, that im-
provements could be made. Mr. Monk
regretted the attack which had been made
on Mr. Ducharme; . He had himself recom-
mended Mr. Ducharme for :the commis-
gion, because he knew him=to be-an; hon-
orable mdn, and ofie who:possédses fharv-
ellous business ability. He believed” that'
if Mr. Duchrame’s health permitted him
to remain on the commission he would
make a good record:

Mr. Monk failed to see‘any fault in the
circamstances that Mr. Ducharme was in-
terested in. ‘Le Devoir.” He was himself
interested in that publication, as were
geveral others in Montreal. It was an in-
dependent paper, entirely under the con-
trol of its editor.

Lydia Gillmore a Thriller
With Impossible
Situations

Genius of Great Canadian Actress
May Save: Play, Put Author is De-
clared Not up to His Own Mark

(Montreal Star:)

New York, Feb. 10—There is nothing
new in the idea of burlesquing a serious
play, but “seriousing” a burlesque certain-
ly is a novelty. Yet, coming a few duys
after the revelation of “A Slice of Life,”
J. M. Barrie’s delightfully droll travesty
of familiar expedients of drama, ‘“Lyria
Gillmore” carries something of that effect.
However, lest L appear to condemn a new
play of much dignity and worth, let mne
say immediately that this latest example
of Henry Arthur Jomes’s stagecraft does
not pretend to go beyond the straightfor-
ward, virile melodramatic methods -of
such memorable instances as “The Dancing
Girl,” and “The Middleman.” Indeed, had
he written it at about the same time, I
would have no hesitation in celebrating
its advent with nnqualified praise.: »

The name of Henry Arthur Jones, when
coupled with Margaret Anglin’s, arouses
and assures a dramatic evening of the first
class. None of ‘the Englishman’s many
notable plays possesses more enduring
worth than ‘Mrs. Dane’s Defence;” and,
the role of spurious Mrs. Dane being the
first in which Miss Anglin found the
chance to reveal her great powers the
drama will always remain intimately as-
sociated with her fame. When Lena Ash-
well, the London actress who was the or-

and alternated that character and Lady
Eastnay, at competitive matinees, with
Miss Anglin, few of us entertained fhe
slightest doubt as to the winner; but Mer.
Jones naturally refrained from giving his
opinion. However, if actions do speak
louder than words, “Lydia Gillmore” may
be: said to be the Jones verdict, for ke
has written nothing for Miss Ashwell
since, while the Anglin’ drama is his mow
ambitious effort of some years. Tt is said
that when the obvious play upon words
suggested by the complete fiasco of “We
Can’t Be As Bad As All That” was free-
ly employed in recording the qualities of
that previous Jones Dpiece, the dramatist
determined to name all future output for
their chief roles; but ‘“Lydia Gilmore”
would suggest itself, in any case, for that
.character is the body and soul of the
whole affair.

The incidents of the first act carry the
plot as far as do two-thirds of many &n
entire play; yet, they gave one a senseof
passing through a period of skilful prepar-
ation for the climax of the third act; and,
recalling ghe tremendous thrill Miss Ang-
lin and Mr. Jones gave us after two “pad-
ded” acts of “Mrs.  Dane’s. Defence,” we
are quite content to wait. To disregard
a number of superfluous ‘characters with
which “Lydia Gillmore” is burdened and
‘to get. right. down to the business of the
story, Dr. Gillmore and his wife, after
eight years of matrimony, have come to
care liftle for each other, he, at_the mo-
ment wher we meet him, having made “an
assignation with a neighbor’s wife, while
Lydia’s love and life are centred in her
little boy. sFollowing a dinner, the doctor
malkes a professional excuse to get off to
his rendezvous, leaving Lydia, employed
in making final preparations for her boy's
departure for boarding school, the mext
day, the only inmate of the house who is

down from bed, and( with the recklessness
bof innocence, admits ‘a young man to the
Engligh village who loves Lydia devoted-
Iy, vet hopelessly. The child having beg¢n
sent back to bed; the man declares him-
self. is admonished by Lydia; and replies
that he had already determined to leave
England. Left alone, Lydia is about to go
to her bedroom when . Dr. Gillmore, in a
state of frightful agitation, returns home
and, presently, confessing himself a murd-
erer. The husband, instead of the wife,
had admitted him; a struggle followed, and
Gillmore killed his aseailant. His only
hope of safety is for Lydia to swear he
never left her.side after the guests de-
parted; and, for the sake of her son, she
ultimately decides to do no less. The
act, ending with Lydia's stealthy departure
finto the garden to bury the bloody weap-
on in the river bank, leaves one with the
liveliest .expectation.

Although too “talky”—a fault of the
entire play—the second act holds up the
interesf, though it really gets us no fur-
ther than Dr. Gilmore’s arrest. The third
act is divided into two scenes, the first
of which is in the Gillmore home the
night before Lydia’s appearance in the wit-
ness-box to save her husband’s life. At
“this juncture her faithful, unrequitted lov-
er veturns to England. Thus far we haye
met Mr. Jones more than half-way in the
matter of believing incredible coincid-
ences; but when he asks us to swallow
the following without choking, it rather
