Albenie LeBlance, formerly of L’As-
somption church here, but who is now
studying in Italy. Just about five
minutes after they had left the college,
Rev. Father Martin dropped dead on
the street. His sudden passing came
as a great shock to all. His demise
was thought to be caused through
heart trouble, The dead priest’s body
was later taken to Rome.
