CANADIAN TRADE AT AMERICAN PORTS-

Daring the fiscal year which ended
June 30th, 1888, the Canadian in transit
trade at American ports reached the
value of £23,954,473, of which $8,342817
consisted of goods going from Canada to
other countries, and $15,611,656 of goods
coming from other countries to Canada.
This trade, large as it was, had fallen
away greatly from the figures of the pre-
vious year when the goods going from
(anada to other countries were valued at
$11,504,721 and the goods coming to Can-
ada at $22,187955, a - total of
$33,692,676. This falling off in
the in transit trade was due
to the threats of the Yankees to retaliate
upon us because we would not allow
them to steal our fisheries, threats which
were embodied in an Act of Congress.
This in transit trade reached its highest
point in 1883 when goods to the value of
229,802,820 went from Canada to other
countries through United States ports,
and goods to the value of $39,312,568
came through the same ports from other
countries to Canada. This falling off
between 1883 and 1888 in the in transit
trade is very significant. In 18¢3 almost
one third of our total trade went through
American ports; in 1887 less than one
sixth of it -‘went through United States
ports and in 1888 only a little more
than one ninth of our total trade went
in‘that direction. It should be the aim of
the people of St. John to reduce this one
ninth to zero and to acquire this trade
wholly by making this the winter port
of Canada.

The American ports which enjoyed
this ¢ ‘anadian trade last year were New
York, Boston and Portland. The latter
port took $1,428,780 of it; Boston, $3,070,-
800, and New York the remainder. New
York is farther from Montrea! than Bos-
ton, aud Boston farther than Portland,
yet, the port that is nearest took the
smatlest share of the trade, a clear proof
{hat other elements besides distance en-
ter into thisbusiness. 8t John is farther
from Montreal than New York is, but St.

“John'is & much cheaper portand could
uundoubtedly obtain the most of the in
transit businees which New York now
enjoys. A trade worth $30,000,000 a
year is surely worth fighting for, but our
only chance of obtaining it is to place St.
John harbor in proper condition. Mr.
Hurd Peters, with his little $27,000 will
hardly fill the bill. Some of our citizens
act ag'if they thought the possession of
Mr. Hurd Peters a greater privilege than
the acquisition of this preat trade.

BILLS OF LADING.

A very important act was passed by
the Parliament of Canada at its last ses-
sion, respecting bills of lading, the provi-
sions of which are imperfectly under-
Its ob=
ject ; to cure what had been long
recognized as anevil in transactions re-
lating to the shifpment of goods, many
persons having been ruined by paying
drafts drawn against goods that never
were shipped.

The preamble of the act recites the fact
that by the custom of merchants, a bill
of lading being transferable by indorse-
ment, the property in the goods may pass
to the indorsee, but all rights in respect
of the contract continue in the original
shipper or owner, and it frequently hap-
pens, that goods, in respect to which bills
of lading purport to have been signed,
have not been laden on board. It then
goes on to enact, that every consignee of
goods named in a bill of lading, and
every indorsee of a bill of lading to whom
property in the goods may pass by con-
signment or indorsement, shall be vested
with all such rights of action, and subject
{0 all such liabilities with respect to such
woods, as if the contract in the bill of
lading had been made with himself.
This, hiowever, shall not affect any right
in transit, or any rightto claim freight
against the original shipper or owner, or
any liability of a consignee or indorsee,
by reason of his being sach, or of his re-
ceipt of the goods. *

The third and last section of the act
provides that every bill of lading in the
hands of a consignee or indorsee for a
valuable consideration representing goods
to have been shipped on board a vessel
or train shall be conclusive evidence of
such shipment as against the master or
other person signing the same, unless
such holder of the bill ofglading has
aetual notice at the time of receiving it,
that the goods had not been shipped.
But the master or other person signing the
hill of lading may exonerate himself
in respect to such misrepresentation by
showing that it was cansed without any
default on his part, and wholly by the
fault of the shipper, or of thé holder, or of
some under whom the holder
claims.

Last year the Americans paid in pen-
sions no less than $88,275,113, and it is
thaught that the pension expenditure
will reach $100,000,000 in a year or two.
The latter sum is more than; the total
cost of the entire British military .estab-
lishment, pensions included. It may be
insfructive to compare the British
expenditure for pensions and mili-
tary services with that of the United

States. Last year the expenditure of ihe
United States for the army and for pen-
sions was as follows:—

For its expenditure of $120,282,
what does the United States receive ?
obtains the services of 2,189 officers and
23,208 enlisted men or 25,397 regular
soldiers altogether, only this and nothing
more. This army is of no military
efficiency whatever; it is simply a mili-
tary police only capable of keeping the
Indians in check.

What does Great Britain obtain for
her military expenditure of $97,285,000?
She obtains the services of 149,667 regular
soldiers, the best in the world. This ex-
penditure also enables her to keep at her
call an army reserve of 55,200, equal or
superior to the same number of men in
the active army. It enables her to keep
up a force of 106,445 militia and 30,000
militia reserves, and 14,255 Yeomenry
cavalry. Finally it enables her to equip
and drill 222144 efficient volunteers.
This expenditure would enable her to
bring into the field in an emergency
577,711 effective soldiers, against 25,397
very indifferent ones which the much
larger expenditure of the United States
provides for.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Commercial Union, which a year ago
was regarded with the greatest degreeof
favor by many Grits, now s2ems to be
utterly dead. In the United States it
wmeets with no more favor than it has
won in Canada. The latest attack upoh
it comes from the Boston Herald which
in an editorial says :(—

We have had a number of occasions
lately of discovering the differences of
opinion that exist on tariff matters
between the citizens of Massachusetts
and those of Pennsylvania and Ohio. If
these three states were independent
nations, it would be almost impossible
for them to form a commercial union.
Theyare brought into common tariff rela-
tions bgntt.e ities of their political
union, but that is all. - We should never
tolerate an arrangement with Canada by
which we should be compelled to consult
and obtain the concurance of the Canadi-
an Parliament before we could raise or
lower asingle rate of duty in our tariff or
change one of our internal revenue taxes
and it goes without the saying that
Canada would never consent to a com-
mercial union which forced her to accept
whatever tariff we saw fit to make. The
plan considering the character of the
people and the conditions of trade, is an
utterly impractical one, and might as
well be dismissed from consideration, for
the reason that, while it. is looked upon
as a possible alternative, it stands in the
way of either reciprocit. or political
union, the only two means by which the
desired end can be brought ubout.

Some time ago we had occasion to
rebuke the St. Johm Globe for its mis.

$1.52 and that of Boston $1.28 proved
nothing because the sed  valuation
of Boston was high, while in St. John the
valuation 18 Jow. This view 1is fully
borne out by the Boston Herald, which
in its issue of Saturday says:—

€1.95 on the hundred and Philadelphia’s
is the same. This is §19.50 on the thou-
sand, reckoning on the Boston standard,
but it is to be borne in mind that valu-
ations are set much lower in both New
York and in Philadelphia than in Bos-
ton. and that taxesin those cities are
really lower than in Boston.

There are many who think
that luck runs in sister ships, and cite
as instances the C(ity of New York’s
sister ship, the City of Paris, and the
Augusta Victoria's sister ship, Colnmbia,
These nersons think the Majestic will
cover over the failure of the Teutonic by
smashing the City of Paris's new record
on her maiden voyage.

The Hamburg-American Steamship
Company is building' two more steam-
ships for their already enormous fleet.
The two new steamships are fo be sister
ships of the Augusta-Victoria and Colum-
bia. They are to be 12,500 tons burden
each_and will be ready for the trade
early in the summer.

' The Ne.herlands line, having pur-

steamships Baltic and Republic, have
renamed them and are rebuilding them,
to be ready for the early exodus to
Europe next summer.

La Touraine is to be the name of the
new s‘eamship of Le Campagnie Gener-
ale Transatlantique. Like the ofher
steamships of the line, the Tonraine will
be built with more attention to fcom-
fort and safety than to speed. She will
however, be of 8000 tons burden,
and will therefore, be the largest
of the French fleet and larger
than ' any of the Norddeutscher-
Lloyd fleet. The latter fleet is to have
an addition of two steamships early in
the spring. They are being constructed
for carrying freight. Hitherto the Nord-
deutscher folks have lost much trade by
their inability to carry freight, which to
remedy they have constructed these two
new steamships.

The Red Star Line is having built the
Triesland of about 7,000 tons burden, for
next summer’s traffic.

The iong and much-talked-of new
steamship for the Guion line will in all

robability be ready for the water early
in the summer of 1890. The new Guion
liner is to be a monster and a racer. The
Guion Line agents in this city are very
loath to talk about their new ship.
