THE NINEVEH WRECK

Full Particulars of the Loss of the
Bark Nineveh - Off Cape
Flattery.

They Were Heading for the Straits
2When They Met the Schoon-
er Compeer.

Mate R. M. Reader gives the follow-
ing particulars of the loss of the British
bark Ninevah, the crew of which reach-
¢d Oakland on -Tuesday en the schoo-
ner Compeer:  “Five weeks ago we left
Sydney, New South Wales, where the
Ninevah was owned by Goodlet &
Smith, lumber merchants, of that city.
We arrived at Vancouver in good time,
and there loaded 875,000 feet of lumber
for Sydney. We left Vancouver Jan-
nary 16th, ‘and all went well on our
homeward voyage, until January 24th,
when a storm struck us. A big sea
went over the ship and lifted a lot of
the ‘deck cargo and broke the pump
handle. At this time Captain Broad-
fodt received -the injury to his head atd
“several seamen- were alsg; hurts Al the

were started, causing the ship :to«leak,
All hands were put to the pumps; and,
after -two hours’ work, we found 1ihe
water was deepening in the hold. The
donkey engines were fired up under try-
ing circumstances, and we continued to
pump both by hand and steam. By th's
time there were six and a half feet of
water in the hold, the wind was blow-
ing a hurricane and a terrific sea was
rolling. The barometer had fallen to
28.62 “At 4 o'clock Sunday morning,*
January 26th. the water measured
seven and a half feet and the pumps
had been running all the time. At 8
o’clock the wind and sea had moderated
gome, and by daylight we found that
the lee balwarks had all been washed
away. The ship was working and leak-
inz badly. At noon the soundings show-
ed nine feet of water in the hold, and
th> c¢rew, becoming disheartened, re-

covrse was shaped for Cape Flattery.
At 9 p.m. the water had gained so that
it measured ten feet. The ship was rol-
ling heavily, taking water over both
rails, and the donkey fire was put out.
The captain  then fired several signal
rockets. At 4 o’clock Monday the water
in the hold had increased to twelve feet.
Steam and hand pumps had been going
continually since the ship had begun to
leak. The men had worked for throe
days and nights, stopping only long
enough to eat their mealg. On Monday |
morning at 8 o’clock the Compeer hove |
in sight. The ecrew came aft and asked
the captain to hoist the ensign upside
down. The captain, realizing the com-
dition the ship was in and the remote
possibility of seeing another sail, hoist-
ed the signal for assistance. The Com-
peer came to under the lee of the Nine-
vah. The starboard life boat was safe-
1y lavnched in a heavy peross sea  andd-
Captain Broadfoot was the last to leave
the ship. We were soon safely aboard-
the Compeer. We left the Ninevah with
the three lower topsails set and the
mainsail aback. She was then in a
sinking condition. 'When we got aboard
the Compeer we found there was not
food enough for such a crowd, and win
six men I went back to the Ninevah
and secured a supply of provisions. On
leaving. the  ship, in order that she
might not be a menace to navigation, 1
set fire to her and pulled to the schoo-
ner. At 4 p.m. Monday, when I fired
her, she was level with the water, and
at 10 p.m. when we last saw her, she
was_ still a mass of flame.”

" The Ninevah was one of the few
wooden ships in the British merchant
marine service. “She was a three-mast-
er of 1174 tons register. She was built
in 1864 by W. Hood & Co., at Aber-
deen. Her registered tonnage was
1174, and she was 209:9 in length, 36:3
in breadth of beam and 22:6 in depth of
hold.

By
counting the scales on a gingle fibre of
wool an expert buyer ean tell exactly
what species ‘or variety of sheep any in-
§pected floece is from. For an instancve
if a grower hrings in a load of wool
and declares it to be from Merino sheap
the buver only needs to take down his
high-grade microscope and ~count the
teeth on a single fibre of the wool. If
he finds that these fall under two thou-
sand to tbe inch he knows that the
farmer is on the ‘beat” and acts ac-
cordingly.

SCOTT JACKSON CONFESSES.

To a Knowledge of the Murder of the Wo-
man Pearl Bryan.

Cincinnati, Feb. 7.—Scott Jackson, ae-
cused of the murder of Pearl Bryan, of
Green Castle, has confessed, impiicating
Alonzo M. Walling. Walling has also c¢on-
fessed to a personal knowledge of the mur-
der of thé girl last Friday night. Waiuing
tries to lay the whole blame on Jackson.
A satchell, which the murdered woman
brought here on January 28th, was shown
to Jackson to permit him to examine the
blood stains upon it. He would not quite
admit that the head had been in the satch-
el, but said it looked as if it had been
there. Before his confession Jackson said:
“I am afflicted with fainting spells, and
after they pass away 1 get deliriots and
do not know what 1 am doing. When I
was a' boy living in Indianapolis I have
risen in:delirium after a spell, dresscd my-

i self and wandered around the house with-

out knowing what I had done.”

Secott Jackson made a confession by small
statements because he saw the clouds of
evidence gathering around him. Ile has
now divulged the details of the crime. He
admits that the girl was murdered, but
does it as if a third person had committed
the crime. Jaekson’s room mate, Alonzo
Walling, ha® confessed to a knowledge of
for
Jackson. , There is no doubt that Jackson
was tite prineipal. William Wood., arrest-
ed at Seuth Bend, Ind., is deeply implicat-
ed. A bundle of letters from Wood to
Jackson bear this part of Jackson's con-
fession out. ~ Nearly all Wood’s letters are
about girls, and some are too grossly inde-
cent to be read aloud. Pearl Bryan would
have become a mother in four months.
Jackson says Wood is responsible far her
condition. She" arrived - here on Tuesday
night, January 28th, at 7 o’clock. John
Balli took her to Indianapolis and by her
orders mnotified Jackson. = She. told Balli if
Jackson did not ecome Walling would. Jack-
son says in his confession. thiat she came
here to-bave an operation performed. He
implies ‘that Walling procured it. He ad-
mits that.she was killed in the attemapt to

'orm ;the-operation. Neitber Walling nor
ackson: is. specific in the statement 4s to
where “or. how the crime was’committed.
Both agree that: it took place on Friday
night.: -~ Walling - is more frank. Jackson
speaks ‘stolidly, but looks as if he would
burst with remorse.

Wood,
son of the Rev, D. A, Wood, of Castle
Green, Ind., was arrested bere on gecount
