A POINT OF HONOR.

In his speech on: Friday evening Sir
Charles Tupper touched upon a matter
that very nearly concerns the gentlemen

. composing the cabinet of the Hom Mr.

Turner. Sir Charles said that when he
wascalledupontoform an administration
he at once resigned his connection with
all public enterprises with which he had
anything to do, as he felt that no one
undertaking the high and responsible
position of leader of Her Majesty’s gov-
ernment shonld .allow himseif to retaina

~ - position:in  which. his-impartiality. might
*. - be-influenced: -He also feltthat no-one

in sueh a responsible positioh as that of
the premier of the country should be en-
cumbered with duties of any other na-
ture. - We may rémark in passing-that
these are - the principlés of every  high-
minded and honest minister, and that
there is no more praise due to Sir Charles
Tupper for having strictly observed them
than there is.due to any man, no matter
how humble or how high, who strictly
does his duty. The corollary of what we
bhave postulated is, of course, that all
ministers ought to be high-minded and
honorable, and that mo praise is due to
any minister for doing ‘his«manifest and
bounden duty. To return to the main
question, we may ask: Is it possible
that in his old age Sir Charles is culti-
vating 'te a still greater degree that
faculty of biting satire for which he has
been distingunished throughout his long
parliamentary carcer? We ask because,
had tlie bitterest foe of the Turner ad-
ministration desired to deal that party of
politicians a blow that would wound
their tenderest sensibilities and tear the
covering from that which they wish to
keep hidden from the public gaze and the
public examination he could not have
done so more trenchantly or more effec-
tively than Sir Charles Tupper did it on
Friday evening. We rather famey: that
if any of the Turner cabinet were pres-
ent on that interesting occasion they
must have winced most dreadfully and
wished a. check on Sir Charles’ too, too
candid tongue. We do not envy their
feelings at that awkward moment when
Qanada’s late premier told of his manly
resignation of all extraneous business
that he might give his powers untram-
meled to the service of his country, as
duty and honor demanded. Was Min-
ister Col. Baker there, ‘the gentleman
rancher and victim of the insatiabie
land hunger; the railway and coal lands
speculator? What did he think of Sir
Oliarles Tupper’s remarks about keep-
ing clean hands when in office? Was
Minister G. B. Martin there? The ranch-

or who feels “deeply interested” in min-

ing . properties and de¢velopment, and
knows a choice piece of land when he
sees it. Did he sit at ease in his chair
when Sir Charles mentioned the minis-
terial white hands? Was Premier Tur-
ner: there? ' The man who yiolgtes the
principle enunciated by Siv Charles, wio-
lates it every day of his life by engaging
in private business to an extent  sur-
passed by few other men in the prov-
ince. Was Minister Eberts there? Sir
CeLarles was a medical man; he relin-
quished what must have been a lucra-
tive practice te enter politics. unhamper-
ed. ‘Has Minister Eberts relinquished
his big legal practice? Does his connec-
tion with the government bring any more
grist to his mill than would come if he
were not a minister? We merely ask be-
cause we do not know' for certain; al-
though we suppose we are entitled to
shrewd suspicions, on which we claim
patent rights. Was Minister Pooley
present? As special representative in
the government of a railway corporation
how did he relish the somewhat acrid
mouthful of plain facts and honest prin-
ciple Sir Charles was ladling around so
freely? As a lawyer with a fat practice,
a clientele among the “elite” of the
province, and high English legal connec-
tions, did he have a bad gquarter of an
hour just then? We are haunted by a
melancholy suspicion that a splendid ser-
ies of snap-shot studies in ministerial
facial expression, when the ministers
were under duress of Sir ‘Charles’ open
confeéssion, has been irretrievably lost to
the photographic world. We presume
that Sir Charles had no desire to “cut up
rough” on his friends, the Turner min-
istry; but his remarks, if merely mal a
propos, were even more crushing than
deliberate sarcasm or studied invective
could have 'been. We trust that the
Turner government will lay tp heart the
words of Sir Charles and go and do
likewise. As in that highest of all calls
80 it must be with the minister of state
—*“forsake all and follow me.” We leave
the Turner government to their own un-
enviable reflections.

No Lives ‘Lost, but “a Number;
of Men Are Seriously
Injured.

Vancouver, Nov. 3.—A terrific boiler ex-
plosion took place at 12:40 to-day, vg.hlle
the power had been turned off for ten Imnin-
,utes to adjust some portion' of 'the’ ma- |
‘chinery in the Royal City millg, and in'|
two Seconds the. engine room was a heap.!
of steaming ruins. Fortunately it was
the men’s dinner time, and but three men
were buried in the wreck. Four workmen |
were in.the boiler room, and their escape
from instant. death was miraculons.” The |
blackened and bleeding forms of George !
Scully, a Salvation Army soldier, George
Forbes and George Griffiths were carried
to the hospital, oft boards. Their prompt
rescue from beneath the. hot: bricks and
iron gave them a'fighting chance for life.
In seven minutes from, the time. of the
accldent the fire brigade had extinguished
the flames and the Wwork of clearing the
wreck in search for other bodies-had g¢om- |
menced. . ¥ |

The first Intimation had’ by anyone of
impending danger, was the .loud report, |
heard all over the city, and-those living;in ‘|
the vicinity of the mills saw. a:huge up- .
heaval of flame, smoke, splintered wood,
The fire bells rang throughout
the city, and all the doctors were immedi-
ately telephoned for; the wildest rumors
prevailed, and not until this evening could
the actual 'results of the accident be -op-
tained. ]

One hundred men were just: entering the
yards from their dinners up town and saw .
the accident. Ten minutes later, and the .
fatality would have been awful. Mr. Fer-
‘guson, the manager of the mills, said that
he could give no cause for.the bursting of"
the - boller. Several yworkmen eXxpressed’
their- orinion, bdt it was only an opiniow.
No. facts could-be obtained. One workman ’
sald the boiler. was :comparatively -newr, :
built by the British.  Columbia. Iron Works !
only last spring, and at the time .of the .
accident the engine had but a moderate '
head of steam on. Another workman said
the boller was overworked. ' Still another
said the boiler was old and rickety. - The
men coming back to work deseribe the ac-
cident as follows:

‘““There was a great crash. A huge mass :
 of iron shot one hundred yards: towards s
tand ‘ploughed big holes in the wharf, lit-
tering the yards with iron :tubing - and
‘splinters. The roof and side of the boller
house collapsed. -The big smokestack fell
on the tool house, flattening it to the earth.
One man was inside and ran to the creek,
escaping. The engineer was walking to-
wards the boller room:door when the’ex-
plosion occurred. He was struck on the !
“leg with a brick, but escaped further in-
juries. Sully fell under the almost red-hot
iron plate. His clothes caught fire and his
flesh was burning when a fellow-workman |
selzed the ‘plate and lifted it off,” burning
his hands terribly. The fourth man in the
boller room. was J. Martin. 'He was stand-
ing near boller. His clothes were liter-
ally ; stripped off him with the conecussion,
but he escaped without a scratch. s
