WOODSTOCK, N. B., July 21—Thos. 

Gimmick, the man who shot his wife 
at Chapmanville a few days ago, was 
brought to the city this evening by 
Deputy Sheriff Foster and Officer Woi- 
verton. Gimmick is now in the county 
Jail, where he is being carefully looked 
after, receiving the best of attention. 
In a cell near the old man the son, who 
is accused of being ah accessory after 
the deed, is confined, and is very anx­
ious as to his father’s condition. Dr. 
Cummings of Bath, who accompanied 
the officers and their prisoner here, 
was at first of the opinion that Gim­
mick would die, but is now Inclined to 
believe that he will recover, although 
he says that the case Is one of the most 
remarkable he ever heard of. The bul­
let entered the head back of the right 
ear, and all the doctor’s efforts to lo­
cate It have failed. He has probed 
several times and on each occasion 
without finding the lead. When the 
train arrived about 5.30 this afternoon 
from Bath there were several hundred 
people on the platform, all anxious to 
catch a glimpse of the man who, If he 
lives, will probably meet the same fate 
that Gee does tomorrow. The two 
men are confined in the same prison 
and are not separated by many feet. 
Whsn the train pulled in there was a 
general rush toward the car, and it 
was with much surprise that all saw 
Gimmick walk out of the car and 
calmly take a seat In an open double 
seated carriage that Chief of Police 
Kelley had In waiting. Several officers 
were present, and Gimmick was escort­
ed to the magistrate’s office by a body­
guard that would have safely locked 
up Jesse James, 
read the charge to the prisoner, wUful 
murder. He was not asked to plead 
and was committed to Jail till Monday 
at 2 o’clock.

Gimmick Is a man who holds his age 
well, and despite the many and heavy 
bandages showed a clean and sharp 
countenance. His hair in his younger 
days was red, and his two sons who 
are now here resemble him greatly. 
One of the boys is in Jail, the other 
came from Houlton, where he has been 
employed for some 
HarUey he had a long interview with 
his brother, and it is understood that 
Mr. Hartley will conduct the defence 
of the younger Gimmick, although as 
yet he has not been retained. There 
is a strong feeling here that the 
younger Gimmick was not within sev­
eral miles of the place where the mur­
der took place, and that he will have 
little difficulty in clearing himself.

Before leaving his home Gimmick 
’made an ante-mortem statement prac­
tically the same as he made the other 
day, but of course if he recovers this 
cannot be used against him. Carieton 
county people who have known Gim­
mick for years are satisfied that he is 
crazy and should be sent to the pro­
vincial lunatic asylum as soon as his 
health would allow of the long trip. 
Neighbors have noticed for some 
months past that he was Insane, and 
the news of the shooting was not such 
a big surprise to them as to outsiders. 
Some years ago Gimmick was in the 
asylum at St. John, and after several 
months’ treatment was discharged as 
cured. He is a native of St. John 
county, having been born in Lepreaux. 
His sons seem fine fellows and feel 
very badly over the affair.

The Boyd woman he married about 
eight years ago, the ceremony being 
performed by Rev. G. A. Giberson, a 
prominent Baptist, the man who will 
be with Gee till the last. Mrs. Gim­
mick was never divorced from Boyd, 
who Is now in Dorchester, and It was 
only about a year after Boyd’s impri­
sonment that she went through the 
marriage ceremony with Gimmick. 
Previous to this Mrs. Boyd asked legal 
advice in Woodstock, and was advised 
not to marry, but disregarded this. 
The officers who came in today say 
that Mrs. Gimmick is very low, and 
it is doubtful If she will recover. Her 
brothers are rapidly recovering.
