NEW YORK, March 14—The stock
market opened in a turmoil of exeite-
ment again today and after making a
momentary stand against weakness
broke gain quite generally. Individual
stocks were unloaded at rapid de-
clines indicating the continuance of
forced liquidation. The struggle De-
tween opposing forces at the opening
was stimulated by news from London
where a sharp/rebound had occurred
after a period of extreme nervousness
and the announcement of two failures.
The supposition that the worst was
thus disclosed at that centre prompted
some aggressive support at the opening
here and some leading speculative
stocks started one to two points above
last night. Fluctuations were feverish
and violent and the trend of the mar-
ket was not clearly perceptible.

PROCEEDINGS IN THAW TRIAL.

T ———

NEW YORK, March 14—Crucial
point in the trial of Harry K. Thaw

has heen reached. It revolves about the
affidavit which Abraham Hummel has
in his possession and which is said to
have been dictated by him at the in-
stanze of Evelyn Nesbit Thaw. The
legal fight to admit this testimony be-
gan yesterday when District Attorney
Jerome made the most impassioned ad-
dress yet heard at the trial, in which
he pleaded eloquently for its admission.
The fight will continue today and Del-
mas, for the defense, will argue against
its admission. It was to give the de-
fense time to study precedents and to
otherwise prepare for the fight, that
court adjourned yesterday after a brief
session, The importance of the affidavit
was brought out by Mr. Jerome in his
adress yesterday. He told of Evelyn
Nesbit Thaw’s story on ° the stand,
which she said she told to Thaw in
Paris, and the district attorney  said
if the jury believed this story they
would carry it in their minds and ser-
iously weigh it in determining the
question of whether Thaw’s mind was
unbalanced by it.

“If, on the other hand, I am allowed
to show that Evelyn Nesbit did
not tell Thaw that White had drugged
and assaulted her, the jury should
weigh this in determining or not this
man was of unsound mind.”

Mr. Jerome declares, that in the affi-
davit, Mrs. Thaw swore that she had
never told White this story. Further-
more she said that Thaw had tried to
induce her to sign papers to put White
in jail, using the story as a basis, and
when she refused, he stripped her and
beat her, lashing her with a whip un-
til her skin was lacerated.

NEW YORK, March 14.—When the
Thaw trial opened this morning Abra-
ham Tiummel was recalled to the
stand..  Delphin M. -Delmas immedi-
ately began his argument in reply to
District Attorney Jerome as to the ad-
visability of the evidence Hummel has
to offer regarding an affidavit Evelyn

Nesbit is said to have made. In this

affidavit the district attorney stated
yesterday, Miss Nesbit asserted that
Thaw had beaten her when she refus-
ed to sign papers charging White with
her ruin, and swore that the charge
against White was not true. In his
argument, Mr. Delmas said: ‘“We still
contend that this witness was acting
as‘attorney to this girl. It is not:for
him, by his word, to deny that such
a relation existed. However, we will
reserve that objection.”

Mr. Delmas then turned to the ad-
missibility of evidence contradicting
the statements of a witness made out
of court. He said he had not objected
to Mr. Jerome's address yesterday, as
he trusted to the “fairmindedness of
the jury,which is my only protection.”
Mr. Delmas finally asked that the
court court rule out Hummel’s testi-
mony as improper and having no bear-
ing on the case.

As a result of the meeting of the
municipalities committee in Frederic-
ton today, it is altogether probable that

duced in order to make it effective for
the elections to be held next month.
This amended bill, which it now seems
rrobable will pass the committee, pro-
vides for two aldermen in each ward
and six aldermen at large. :

Later in the forenoon the¢ committee
held an open session at which the per-
manent paving bill was presented by
Ald. ‘Baxter and supported by Ald.
McGoldrick. This bill is being strong™

ly opposed by the St. John Railway
Co. Col. McLean appeared before the
committee and spoke against it. Mr.
H., M. Hopper, secretary-treasurer of
the company, was also present. Col.
McLean contened that the bill imposes
greater liability on the company, as:

Joorporation will, under its provi-
sions, be compelled to pay more large-
P ...iuciion on the Streets
traversed by their cars.

FLOODS IN THE STATES.
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PITTSBURG, Pa., March 14.—The
stage of water reached in the rivers
here today was thirty feet and it was
rising eight inches an hour. The stage
at five o'clock was elght feet over the
danger mark. The low. portions of
Pittsburg and Allegheny and sWround-
ing towns were inundated. Skiffs and
wagons are being used for transporta-
tion in the floooded sections.

The weather bureau says the pre-
sent flood is the most remarkable on re-
cord and the situation: is serious. The
health bureau has notified the people
to boil drinking water as the water is
poisonous, owing to the flooded condi-
tions and a typhoid fever epidemic is
feared,

Alarming reports are being received
here fromi all parts of Western Penn-
sylvania and West Virginia. Every
stream is overflowing its banks. Many
towns are almost submerged, hundreds
of houses are surrounded by water and
the people are living in. the second
floors. The coal mines along the
rivers in the Monongahela Valley are
flooded and thousands of miners are
idle. Mills and business houses have
one to three feet on their ground floors,
stopping business. Damage to properiy
will be at least $£500,000. In Alleghany
county several fatalities have occurred
on account of the high water and a
number of deaths are reported from
the river sections. The danger is in-
creased by heavy ice gorges in the
Monongahela and Alleghany valleys.
The ice gorge alone in the Clarion
river at Parker, Pa., is three miles in
length, and continued rains and a high
temperature threaten to start it mov-
ing.

except the main line of the Penna.
