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Examination Shows That the

Propellor Was Not Lost—
Steamer Wil be Taken fo
~ Boston for Repairs

The Easteirn Hner Calvin Austin was
towed into port this morning about
nineteen hours late on account of' a
broken tail shaft,

The steamer, in 2ommand of Captain
Allan, left Boston Monday morning at
nine o’clock and after calling at Port-
land, Lubec and Eastport, was mak-
ing good timeé towards this port when
the accident happened.

There was a light south west wind
blowing and a comparatively smooth
sea, when at 3.10 o'clock yesterday af-
ternoon the steamer’s tail shaft broke
and the ship was disabled. She was
then off the Northern Wolves and
Captain Allan dropped anchor.

There were 30 passengers on board,
and when they learned of the accident
thay were somewhat disappointed at
not being able to arrive here on time,
but as everything was being done for
thelr comfort they took matters good
naturedly.

As soon as the Austin came to an-
chor one of the big life boats was
launched and Purser Fred Smith was
rowed to Beaver Harbor where
got into communication with the St.
John office by telephone and requested
that two tugs be sent to the Austin’s
aspistance. There was g brisk breeze
blowing at the time and as the re-
turn trip to the steamer meant a hard
row a gasoline boat, was obtained.

The tugs Lord Kitchener and W. H.
Murray were engaged, but through
some misunderstanding the Murray
did net go. The Lord Kitchener left
port at 5.45 o'clock yesterday and
reached the crippled steamer at nine
o'clock. A hawser was made fast, the
anchor raised, and the tug wijth the
Austin started for St. John, and ar-
rived at Partridge Island at eight
o’'dlock this morning.

As it was low_waler Captain Allan
decided - that he would not take
chances in towing up the harbor, and
‘dropped anchor again until ‘flood .tide.

Me tugs Lord Kitchener and W. H.
Murray went to the steamer about
9.30 o'clock and at eleven. o’clock the
Austin was docked.

The officials say that the tail shaft
is broken, tut the propellor is not
lost. Diver Fred Doyle will make an
examination this afternoon and the
propellor will be lashed securely with
chains. The steamer will be towed to
Boston where she will dock and re-
pair. The Governor Cobb will take the
Austin’s place.

IMPALED THREE DAYS
ON BARSED WIRE FENGE

Ranch Hand Dies After Torturing Experience
—Succumbed to Shock and
Expostre.

ESCONDID, April 7-~Juan Martinez,
a ranch hand, is dead as the result of
having been impaled upon a barbed
wire fence for three days. When
found he was alive, and was taken to
the hospital, but succumbed to shock
and exposure.

When found his head touched the
ground upon one side of the fence and
his feet the ground on the opposite
side. The barbs were imbedded in his
abdomen.

It was by the merest chance that he
was discovered, as he was far from a
road and in a section of the Charles
Kelly ranch that is seldom visited.

His horse was found tied to a tree
in dying condition five miles from the
place where the owner avas.

CHINA SECURES

German Bankers Have Agreed to Supply It
—British Banks Wil Not
Join
PARIS, April 7.—A conference of

German, French and British bankers
was held here Friday and Saturday to

‘discuss the question of making a $15,-

000,000, loan to China, for the exten-
sion of the Pekin-Hankow Railway to
Canton. German bankers have al-
ready rractically engaged themselves
to supply--this loan, but the -British
and French bankers consider that this
engagement violates the agreement
made in Berlin in February Ilast,
when the British, German and French
benkers agreed not to advance money
to China without having a European
engineer in China to check expendi-
ture and to ensure that the money
was deveted to the purpose for which
it was intended.

MORE AMENDMENTS TO
MONGTON RAILWAY BILL

)

Must Start Work Within Thirleen Months
—No Exclusive Franghise
Braned.

FREDERICTON, N. B, April T—
The corporations committee met this
morning and proceeded with the con-
sideration of the Moncton Street Rail-
way bill. Before business commenced,
Mr. Slipp, chairman, said he wished
to correct a statement which appeared
in the Moncton Transcript that Ms.
Payson, who was acting in an official
capacity as reporter to the committee,
had taken pant in a discussion on the
bill. Such a statement was entirely
unfounded and incorrect. !

Section 16 of the bill was amended by

power should be vested in the com-
pany.

The remaining sedtions were agreed
to practically without amendment and
the bill was recommended t0 house.

THE LADY SYBIL
HAD HARD TRIP

Boston-Halifax Steamer in 40 Mile Gale
With Boilers Disabled.

HALIFAX, April 6.—After wallowing
in heavy seas for eight hours with
no fires under her boilers, the Plant
steamer Lady Sybil from Boston, was
finally enabled to resume her course
and arrive here early- Tuesday more
than a day late.

The steamer which usually makes
the trip between the two ports in 36
hours left Boston Saturday noon. Soon
aftor getting outside.the harbor, she
ran into a heavy gale which held her
back so that at midnight Sunday
night, several hours after she should
have been in port, she was only at a
point off Cape Sable. But the most
trying part of the trip was still to
come for at this point trouble suddenly
developed in the engine room.

It was discovered that a joint in
one of her boilers had become loose.
In view of the grave danger of serious
accident it was found necessary to
stop the engines and put out the fire.
As soon as the boiler had cooled down
a little the work of repairing was be-
gun. It was a tedious process, and
for eight hours the 40-mile gale held
the vessel almost at its mercy since
it was practically impossible to keep
her head to the sea witheut help from
the engines. A number of the 24 pas-
sengers aboard, including several wo-
men, had not retired for the night,
and when they learned what had hap-
pened and felt the steamer plunging
and swaying in the great seas, they
showed considerable alarm. There was
no approach to disorder or panic, how-
ever, as at last the repairs -were com-
pleted, the fires started, and the Lady
Sybil proceeded on her course. Much
anxiety had been felt here over the
delay in the steamer’s arrival and
there was great relief when she
steamed into port early Tuesday. The
vessel sustained po othe» 4amage from
her experience.
