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SERMON.

Old-Fashioned Honestyy ;

By The Rev. F. F. Shannon.

BROOKLYN, N. Y, Dec. 17.—Rev.
Frederick F'. Shannon, pastor of Grace
M. E. Church, preached on *Old Fash-
ioned Honesty.” The text was from
Jeremiah xvi.: 11: ‘‘As the partridge
that gathereth young which she hath
not brought forth, so is he that'get-
teth riches, and not by right; in the
midst of his days they shall leave him,
and at his end he shall be a fool.”

‘While learning some striking lessons
on new fashioned dishonesty, it is well
for us to read again an ancient treatise
on old fashioned honesty. It is an edd
school the prophet asks us to attend.
There is naot a professor in it. Mis-
tress Partridge is the sole proprietor,
and dean of the faculty as well. The
endowment fund is the cunning of the
owner, and the curriculum is made up
of cleverness and sharp practice. Com-
paratively speaking, the other birds
follow a tame, hum-drum sort of life.
They know nothing of buying when
the market is low, and selling when it
is high. But Mistress Partridge is a
veritable Wall Streeter. She knows the
‘bulls and bears to a finish—yea, and
al lthe calves and cubs thereof. In
short, ehe is an advocate of race sui-
cide; like certain women's clubs which
ought to be clubbed out of existence.
For while the other birds believe in
making 2 heme and rearing a family,
Mistress- Partridge is so fashionable a
lady that she will have none of it. She
has her own Fifth avenue in the mea-
dow.. . And while she will tolerate little
partridges in her bnownstone front,
she does not believe in thelr entering
through the regular channels. There-
fore, ‘with great cunning. and artifice,
she /sourries: about and ‘gathereth
young which she hath not brought
forth.”’. With mueh spludge and splut-
ter she walks down the avenue, wear-
ing a gown direct from-  the Paris of
bird fashion, a hat done in all the
colors of the rainbow, and shoes with
‘heels to rival the height of the pilar
of Simeon Stylites. As she passes
along, the other birds—poor, old fash-
ioned creatures!—scamper out of sight.

T.ook now at the other side of the
pictufe.  Mistress Partridge steals a
covey of birds and takes them home,
She tries to convince herself that they
belong to her. In their name she en-
dows a college, a hospital, a library, a
church for other little partridges. In
their name she does mighty works, and
heér pastor preaches a sermon on “What

. hath Ged Wrought?”’ Meantime, the
b'irdlinzs are growing, and a feeling of
dissatisfaction steals over them. Then
‘the bogus mother, having endeavored
to make herself believe that she s
their rightful owner, tries also to con-
vince them that they belong to her.
But she knows her argument does not
go home. Even- while she talks, the
shrewd ' birds ‘begin to flutter about.
Mistress Partridge feels that her smug-
gled fledgelings are up to something—
eéither planning a  strike among the
footmen or fomenting mutiny among
the cooks. For ill-gotien things are al-

one cent stamp over the June sun-and

‘tell it not to shine, as to put a billion

dollar bribe over the eye of honesty
and tell it not to look. If you don’t be-
lieve it, ask anyone of a score of men
in New York to-day. Somewhere amid
this wilderness of skyscrapers, they
boidly plotted to do honesty to death.
But about the time théy got the corpse
laid out, and in the hands of themsel-
ves the undertakers, they suddenly
discovered they had the livest corpse
New York has seen for many a day.
Bluntly speaking, honesty woke up and
kicked them out of the top story. At
first they may have been as optimistic
as the man who fell out of the eigh-
teenth story of a building, As he dart-
ed by each window on his way down

The second question {s:” What has
brought the value of old-fashioned hon-
esty to the front during the past
month? Someene suggests that the
editors, through streng and pointed edi-
torials, have done it. I am . the last
man to depreciate the value of sound
editorial doctrine, of which, I am
happy to know, there is abundance. In-
deed, as we read their philippies on dise
hcnesty, one is tempted to ask, “Are
the editors also among the prophets?"
One of our greatest editers, Dr. St.
Clair M2Kelway, sald to the students
of Yale some time ago , “In the final
assize all that we will hold in our dead
right hand will be that which we shall
have given away for the betterment of
man in both worlds!” Surely a sanc-
tum with an editor who preaches a doc-
trine like that, and expounds the doc-
trine with such commanding eloquenocs,
is,a moral factor to be reckoned with
and appreciated by the best element in
the community. Stfll I do not believe

- While we . are passing
through - this revival of old .fashiened
honesty—and while, also, it is passing
through us, which is the important
thing—it is & good time for us to pause
and ask ourselves some questions. If
we answer honestly and without re-
questing the assistance of the district
attorney, I am sure the exercise will
be piously beneficial to all of us,.and,
perhaps, to those of our fellow citizens
who are now down at the mourner’s
Pench, saying nothing of the great
“sloud of witnesses who have already
been there, or who are being invited
to follow as their campanions retire.
The "first question 1s: Are there not
gome things upon which no improve-
ment is possible? In some quarters
such a question might be considered
stark impertinence. Some men imagine
themselves equal to putting out an
ifmpreved edition of the Almighty.
¥ngland is said to have had a man by
the name of Lord who, in order to dis-
tinguish between his own lordliness
and the Ruler of the Universe, pinched
himself every time his name was pro-
nounced, It is probable that some of
Mr. Lord’'s descendants are now living
in America. Nevertheless, the faet re-
mains that the fires of righteousness,
honesty, integrity, never go out. They
may burn low semetimes—so low that
they are little better than a painted
fire, Like the monkey {in -the picture,

for a time, but they won't shiver on
forever. They wake up to the fact, as
we are doing to-day, that the golden
fire of old-fashioned honesty, kindled
in the human breast by the breath of
God, cannot be improved upon. In the
twentieth centruy the man who sows
wild oats may reap them with a “pat-
ent binder,” but he will reap them—be
sure of that!

Freedom is
not a gift that will tarry long in the
hands of thé dishonest, or of those so
foelish as to tolerate dishonesty in
their public seryants.” Another says
that our edueators have done it. Let
President Butler, of Columbia Univer-

! isty, speak for these gentlemen: “Just

now the Amearican people are receiving
_Some plainful lessons in practical
ethics. They are having brought home
to them, with severe emphasis, the dis-
tinction between character and reputa-
tion. Of late we have been watching
reputations melt away like snow before
the sun.” Yet I do not believe that
the educators are responsible for our
revival of civie rixhteousnesg.- An-
other suggests that a thoroughly awak-
ened pulpit has done it. . One of our
foremost weeklies contains a stirring
editorial on this phase of the subject.
It is indeed a sorry plight when a pul-
pit, though its occupant, *holds up the
advertisement: . “Wantad: A man.”
Brainy men and brawny morals make
the pulpit a live institution; but brain-
less men and backboneless morals
make it a disgrace.. - -

Notwithstanding the fact that - the
pulpit has come to itself, rejoicing in
the reverberation of a moral  earth-
quake, I do not believe that the pulpit
has done it. I believe that the per-
sonal, living, reigning, eternal God has
done it. I believe that the value of old-
fashioned honesty has not been recent-
Iy brought to the front. Honesty has
been at the front for s¥xty centuries,
when its message came from the flam-
ing pulpit of Sinal, “Thou shalt not
steal.” The editors, the statesmen, the
educators, the pulpit, are getting to the
front because they are catching . up
with the principals of honesty! If we
had forgotten that the fires of Sinai
are still hot, we are simply remember-
ing anew that they burn on forever
and ever. We are still camping before
the mount. Some felks in the camp
may be trembling more than others,
If so, it Is because they imagined they
were toying with artificlal fire when
they were drinking flames. God may
come in & thick cloud, that the people
may hear Him when He speaks, but
He comes! God still has His third day
when He comes down among the peo-
ple, who get busy washing their gar-
ments! America is simply enjoying
an old-fashioned wash day!

The third question 1s: What s it
that cannot be hidden, but reacts with
double force upon the head of the man
who attempts to hide it? Now, this is
neither a conundrum nor a riddle,
though the form of the question may
suggest beth. In fact, the answer may
sound a little archsie to some but at
the same time it is vibrant with the
voice of God, and showld be written
with a pen eof iron, and with the point
of a diamond, in letters of living flame
upon the tablats of the soul!

RAILROAD GOMMISSION
BEGINS INQUIRY

S

Into Wreck on Elevated Structure of
New York Gentral and Hudson
River Railway.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20.—An enquiry
to the wreck on the elevated structure
of the New. York Central and Hudson
River Railway in Harlem last night,
when a Poughkeepsie train on the
New York Central and a Stamford
train on' the New York, New Haven
and Hartforl railway, came together
at a switch-over and one man was
killed, was begun today by the New
York state railroad cemmiesion.

Previous to this enquiry John D.
Horn, engineer of the Poughkeepsie
train, who, it is claimed, ran his train
past danger signals, was held for ‘the
coroner by Magistrate Whitman in
$2,000 bail on the technical charge of
manslaughter. 3

There were no deaths today from
among the two score persons injured
in the  wreck, but two of the paseen-
gers remain jn hospitals in a serious
condition. = These are Rev. Daniel
Bella, of Port Chester, N. Y., and Ed-
ward Kleist, of New Rochelle, N, Y.

The state railroad commission exam-
ined most of the train crews and in
addition called the signal and tower
men of the New York Central who
were on duty when the collision occur-
red. Wm, H. Kirk, fireman of the
Poughkeepsie "train, declared that the
signals on the track were set green,
meaning caution, but that this color
changed to white as the engine was
passing. :

Thinking he had a clear way, he
says, Engineer: Horn drove the train
ahead at a rapid rate.

Towerman W. H. Dwyer said he had
switched the Stamford train from one
track to anether on his own respon-
sibilitly. He said the signalg were set
against the Poughkeepsie train. The
engineer of the Stamford train said
that in appreaching the scene of the
wreck he had _ noticed the signals set
red, but they suddenly changed to
white, and he went ahead, Then the
collision occurred.

LONDON, Dec. 21.—The correspond-
ent of the Daily Telegraph at Tokio
sends an interview with the Marquis
Ito, who said it was his sincere desire
to maintain the dignity of the Imperial
household of Korea and to promete
the happiness of the Korean people.

“I am going to personally face the
task of seeing that the provisions of
the new treaty are faithfully carried
out,” said the Marquis. “We cannot
suddenly institute great reforms and
must wait for national progress and
development. Centuries of neglect
have rendered the education- of the
people very imperfect and difficult of
reform. Rapld and drastic measures
would only increase Korean misunder-
standing of Japanese motives. It
would be easy to subdue and awe the
Koreans, but if we desire to promote
the lasting happiness of Korea we must !
not force her against her will. On|
the contrary we must cultivate the
cldsest friendship and so foster a wish
for velutary compliance with our de-
sires. 2

“MOTHER"” THAMPSON PAS?S

AWAY.

HILLSBORO, 0., Nov. 3.—~Mrs, Eliza
Jane Trimble Thomipsen, much better
known as ‘‘Mother’” Thompsen, er the
‘‘Mother of the Crusaders,” dled at her
home in this city today. :

For many’ years she has been in
feeble health under the weight of her
eighty-nine years, but her merital fac-
ulties held good to the lmit. 1

Two daughters, Mre. Marie Rives and
Mrs. Mary MeArthur Tutfle survive
her. Mrs. Thompson was the author
of many ‘‘Hillsboro Crusade ‘Sketches,”
and various articles for the newspapers
and magazines, Her latest literary
work was a @series of ‘“Crusade
sketches” prepared for the New Voice
a couple of years ago.

The . fellowing abstract of Mrs.
“Mother” Thompson’s: career is taken
from manuscripts of the ferthcoming
“Standard Encyclopaedia of the Alco-
hol Problem’:

“Mother” Thompsen, leader of 1873
crusade, author of ‘‘Crusade Sketches;”
born at Hillsboro, Highland county,
Ohio, Auguset 24, 1§16; died at the same
place Nov. 3, 1505; educated in Chill-
cothe and Cincinnatl. At the age of
21 married Jas. H, Thompson ef Ken-
tucky, a young talented lawyer. Mrs.
Thompson was always an earnest Sun-
day schoel werker, & devoted member
of the Methedist Episvepal Church. In
1873 Dr. Dio Lewis of Bosten gave a
lecture in Hillsbore, after which he
talked of the intemperance of . the
town, by which mugeh of its talents
were being destroyéd, and he éuggested
that one way of calling attentien to the
evil would be for the Christian women
to go to the saloens and urge threugh
prayer and song a complete surrender
of this dreadful trafic.
