gation In 1818, the steamboat Walk* 
in-the-Water arriving at Detroit on 
August 27th of that year, Just ninety- 
six years ago today. This was the 
first steam craft on Inake Erie and 
her arrival at Detroit completed her 
maiden voyage from Buffalo. 
Canadians crossed over to the 
gan city to see the marvelous vessel. 
To Canadians along I^ake Ontario, 
however, steamboats—or, rather, a 

steamboat—had already become a fa­
miliar object. The first steamboat on 
the Great Lakes, the Frontenac, had 
commenced her regular voyages be­
tween Kingston, York and Niagara 
the previous year. The Frontenac 
was a Canadian-built craft, having 
been constructed at Ernestown. She 
was a vessel of 700 tons, 170 feet In 
length, and was considered a marvel 
of luxury and speed In those days. 
She made three round trips each 
month from Kingston to Niagara, 
stopping en route at York, as Toronto 
was then known. The tariff for first 
class adult passengers was fifteen 

dollars from Kingston to either York 
or Niagara. Between the latter two 
towns the rate was $5. Deck passen­
gers were transported between King­
ston and either York or Niagara for 
fifteen shillings. Children between 
three and ten years were charged 
two-thirds of the full fare, and in­
fants under three traveled half-price.

Canadian-Australian trade fell off last 
year from £1,138,000 to £1,134,000, 
or nearly $20,000. There was a slight 
increase of Canadian Imports of Aus­
tralian goods, the total Import being 
£169,193.1 Canadian exports to Aus­
tralia, on the other hand, were £964,- 
826, which is a falling off of £11,000. 
The most noticeable 

Australian imports from the dominion 
last year were in motor cars and 
their repairs, £34,000; rubber manu­
factures. £12,000; agricultural imple­
ments, £ 10,000 ; rubber foptwear, etc., 
£5,500. Decreases are noticeable 
chiefly in fish, fruit, metals, timber, 
printing paper, and rugs. Canada 
took from the commonwealth £9,985 
worth of butter, or double that of 
the previous year; £81,000 worth of 
meats, an increase of £36,000; £33,- 
000 worth of hides and skins, a de­
crease of £48,000.

the habit of buying Canadian-made 
goods.

The people of the United States ex­
pect to reap great commercial bene­
fits irom European conditions.

SUCCESSFUL NOVELIST AT 36
Some authors write best sellers, 

and others write literature, but the 
ability to produce both is seldom given 
to one individual. One of the fortu­
nate few who can turn his hand to 
both, and is thus assured of both mon­
ey and fame, is Owen Johnson. He 
is the author of "The Salamander," 
which ranks among, the “six best" of 
the present year, and his name also 
appears on the title pages of "The 
Eternal Boy" and "Stover at Yale,", 
which may not have beeni quite so 
successful from the publisher’s view­
point. but which are certainly destin­
ed to be read long after "The Sala­
mander, ' and that highly-spiced ro­

of high finance and high so­
ciety. "The Sixty-first Second," 
dead and forgotten, 
er of these lines entertains too high 
an opinion cf the intelligence of the 
“gentle reader."

Owen Johnson is still a youth, with 
plenty of time to reform and give us 
more of “Stover," for he was born in 
New York thirty-sfx years ago today. 
August 27. 1878. He came by his lit­
erary gifts honestly, for he is 
of Robert Underwood Johnson, the 
able editor of The Century, and a gift­
ed poet as well. He was educated at 
Lawrenceville, N. J., and at Yale, be­
ginning 'his lit© rary career as founder 
and first editor of the Lawrenceville 
Literary Magazine, and later berim­
ing chairman of the Yale Literary 
Magazine. He gained a 
with his first book, “Ar 
Almighty.' when he was scarcely past 
his majority, and five years ago he 
reached flood tide with "The Eternal 
Boy."

But he couldn't be content to write 
just about boys—wholesome, devilish, 
clean, impish, pure-hearted, kind, con­
siderate, fiendish, whole-souled, heal­
thy, hearty, human limbs of Satan. 
There were Problems in the world, 
and he had to tackle 'em. Now, Prob­
lems need to be taokled, but there are 
plenty of other novelists, as well as 
clergymen, editors, college professors, 
sociologists, physicians, professional 
reformers, amateur reformers, news­
paper men, journ 
economists, socialists and others, to 
attend to all the Problems from the 
High Cost of Living down to sex, 
socialism and sin. Plenty—and, some 
will say. to spare.

Mr. Johnson began wrestling with 
Problems by discussing the Evil of 
Snobbery in Our Schools and Colleg­
es. Having provided a solution for 
that particular burning question he 
turned to Wall street and Fifth avenue 
Broadway and Bohemia, and produced 
a hectic novel In which a mighty mor­
al was supposed to lurk. Thus start­
ed on the ownwar path, he wrote "The 
Salamander.” Here we save a fever­
ish procession of cabarets, theatres, 
balls, banquets, limousines, theatres, 
taxicabs the wild chase of a young 
girl after the will-o'-the-wisp of pleas­
ure, her pursuit, her escape, and so 
she married and lived happy ever 
after It represents the-villtan-stlll- 
pursued-her type of fiction at its lit­
erary best, but its vogue must be as 
feverishly brief as the life described 
In it. Mr. Johnson pictures "The Sal­
amander" as a type of New York 
girls, and gives us to believe that the 
type is modern and has something to 
do with feminism and the revolt of 
woman. As a matter of fact, every 
cross-roads village has, and has al­
ways had, its salamander—and as a 
rule they don't marry and live happy 
ever after. _ .

In an interview with a New York 
reporter Mr. Johnson sought to ac­
count for the "salamanders" as due 
to a decadence in religious belief and 
the spread of agnosticism among wo­
men. Such an explanation! scarcely 
explains, for the vast majority of the 
young women of the salamander type 
would confess to utter ignorance es 
to whether agnosticism Is a new 
dance or something to eat
